FOCD3 CONSERVATION CONTRACTS�REPORTS DESIGN�July 22, 1997


Background


This document presents design details for the changes to the LTP-11, LTP-11B, LTP-12-E, Cost Share Application, and Status Review reports.  In the previous versions of FOCD3 Conservation Contracts Design (March 11, 1997) and FOCD3 Cost Share Application Design (March 5, 1997) reports were included as sections but now are broken out as this separate document.  Example reports can be found at the end of this document.  The July 22, 1997 version of this document includes changes for the new Contract Revision process (LTP-12-E Report) as well as the revised Status Review Report.


General  Format


The LTP-11, LTP-11B, and LTP-12 form numbers and titles will change as follows:


(INTERIM) NRCS-LTP-11-E   1-97 	CONTRACT SUPPORT DOCUMENT


(INTERIM) NRCS-LTP-11B-E  1-97	CONTRACT AGREEMENT DOCUMENT


(INTERIM) NRCS-LTP-12-E  1-97 	CONTRACT REVISION SUPPORT 


	DOCUMENT


 The “(INTERIM)” designation will be removed once the forms are officially approved.


The contract number and total acres of the contract (sum of the sizes of the land units in the contract) will appear directly under the Title on all three reports.  If there are multiple funding sources, the word “Multiple” will be printed in place of the contract number.  The contract number(s) will also be displayed in the SUMMARY section of LTP-11B-E and LTP-12-E.


The next line will display business name, county (contr_app. contr_app_cty), and state code (field_ofic.fo_state_cd) without any column headings.  The LTP-12-E will also display “Revision Number:” ##.  If a contract is associated with cost share applications in multiple counties, “Multiple Counties” will be displayed in place of the county name.  If the county name is longer than 46 characters it will be truncated to fit the 46 character field.


The reports can be printed in either portrait or landscape mode.  The portrait mode will print 6 years per page, the landscape mode will print 11 years per page.  Longer contract periods up to 15 years will be accommodated by printing additional pages for the same contract items. 


Practice narratives and system land use will not print on the reports.





NRCS-LTP-11-E Specific Format 


Column headings for the main section of the report are as follows:

Each contract item prints as a separate subsection with the first part displaying contract item under ITEM NO.; associated level 2 land unit(s) under FIELD; and the parent land unit(s), practice name, and contract practice code (contr_item.ext_pract_cd) in PLANNED CONSERVATION TREATMENT.  If the item is not cost-shared, the planned amount with the units directly underneath is printed in the EST. AMOUNT (UNITS) column and in the year columns for which it is scheduled; “NC” is printed in the COST/UNIT and COST SHARE % columns.


If the contract item is cost-shared, a second part of the subsection prints the component number under ITEM NO. unless there is only a single component in which case this column is left blank, the component name under PLANNED CONSERVATION TREATMENT, component amount with the units directly underneath in EST. AMOUNT (UNITS), and the component unit cost in COST/UNIT column.


The cost share rate is displayed in the COST SHARE % column with the cost share type (AA, AM, FR, NC) except for AC which is assumed and is not displayed.  If a component has multiple fund sources the value displayed in the column will be the sum of the cost share rates of all fund sources and will be followed by an ampersand (&).  E.g. if a component is cost shared at 70.0% by EQIP and 20.0% by a State Program  with AC cost share type, it would be displayed as 90.0&; if the cost share type were AA it would be displayed as 90.0AA&.


If multiple fund sources are used in a component, a footnote, “& Multiple Fund Sources”, will be displayed at the bottom of the page.


The FR cost share type will always be displayed as 100FR since flat rate payments are always 100% and cannot be split across multiple fund sources.  However, a contract item can have multiple Flat Rate components with different fund sources.


The component cost share amount is printed under the appropriate year of ESTIMATED COST-SHARE BY YEAR as determined by the contract item scheduled year using a calendar year basis. (This is changed from the Design Statement of 3/14/97 which called for a fiscal year basis.)  


If the calculated component cost share amount has been overridden, then an asterisk  “*” will be printed in the COST SHARE % column following the cost share rate, cost share type, and the possible “&”.  A footnote, “* Cost share subject to limitations shown above”, will print at the bottom of the page.


With multiple fund sources, similar cost override logic will be used for each fund source on a component.  This means the whole component will be flagged for the footnote if one or more of the fund source cost share amounts differ from the calculated value.


Following the last contract item there will be a Total Cost-Share by Calendar Year line.


The  SUMMARY and NOTES sections will follow the Total Cost-Share by Calendar Year line on the LTP-11-E and are not a part of the LTP-11B-E.


The SUMMARY section will consist of two subsections, Total Cost-Share by Fiscal Year and Total Contract Cost-Share.  Both will display the cost share totals for any program  that has a component tied to its fund source as a separate line identified with PROGRAM and CONTRACT NO. columns   If there are multiple fund sources a total line will be also printed for each subsection with the designation “ALL” in the PROGRAM column.  


The yearly total cost share values will be calculated on a fiscal year basis using the FY calendar recorded with the fund source.  Thus if a practice were scheduled for November 1997 and the fund source FY Basis were OCT-SEP, the cost share for it would be included in 1998 in the SUMMARY section but in 1997 for the contract item. 


A  note “E. Total cost share by calendar year amounts may differ from those displayed in the SUMMARY section by fiscal year depending on what month the item is scheduled and on the fiscal year basis of the program.” will be displayed in the NOTES section that follows the SUMMARY section.  Notes A through D are the same as on the previous LTP-11 and note F has been removed.


For items with practices that have been completed (install date in the practice schedule table is not NULL) the item will show the text “*** COMPLETED ***” in the PLANNED CONSERVATINO TREATMENT column as the last line for the item.





NRCS-LTP-11B-E Specific Format 


The LTP-11B-E is a separate page containing contract statements and signature blocks that accompanies the LTP-11-E report; it is not an optional separate report. (This is changed from the Design Statement of 3/14/97)


A contract statement covering all pertinent USDA funding authorities has been provided by the Conservation Operations Division.  In future releases additional statements will be included to be dynamically linked to other fund sources.


The CERTIFICATION OF PARTICIPANTS section follows the contract statement and prints a signature block for each client selected by the user when the LTP-11-E report is called from the menu.  The signature blocks are printed in subsections of up to three blocks and each block will have SIGNATURE and DATE on first line, two blank lines for the signature, and the client’s First and Last Name on the next line. 


Next the CERTIFICATION OF section prints a signature block with DESIGNATED CONSERVATIONIST and DATE on the first line, two blank lines for signature, and the First and Last Name of staff person so designated.  Next to this, a block with CONSERVATION DISTRICT and DATE is printed. 


If the contract has Funding sources with a non-NRCS Sponsor Agency such as  CCC or FSA,  then a third signature block will be printed with OTHER ADMINISTERING AGENCY and DATE on the first line, two blank lines for signature, and the agency name e.g. Commodity Credit Corporation or Farm Service Agency on the last line.  The agency name will wrap to a second line when it is too long to fit on one line.  If there is more than one agency, additional sets of three blocks will be printed. If all the funding sources are sponsored by NRCS, this block would be omitted.





NRCS-LTP-12-E Specific Format 


The new LTP-12-E will be similar to the LTP-11-E and will print all items that are not completed (items where one or more of the related pract_schd records have an instl_dt of NULL


The text “Revision Number: “ followed by the revision number will be printed on the header line following the State.


On a separate last page, a contract modification statement covering all pertinent USDA funding authorities will be printed.  In future releases additional statements including those for nonfederal programs will be included to be dynamically linked to other fund sources.


After the contract statement, the BASIS FOR MODIFICATION OR REVISION will be printed as a separate section.


The CERTIFICATION OF PARTICIPANTS and  CERTIFICATION OF sections will be the same as described for LTP-11B-E in items 3 through 5 of the previous section.


Cost Share Application Report


The Cost Share Application Report will remain almost as it is with the following minor changes:


On subheader lines change “FUND SRC” to “FUND ID”, change “PROGRAM” to “FUND” and change “ACTIVITY” to “PROGRAM”.


Change header line from “CONTRACT APPLICATIONS” to “COST SHARE APPLICATIONS FOR COUNTY: <contr_app.contr_app_cty>”.


Note that Application State will not appear on this report as it is assumed that all applications are for the Field Office State and so  there will never be any variation.


Cost Share Application Report Criteria


The labels on the Cost Share Application Report Criteria screen will be changed to align with the new Funding Source terminology.  Change “Funding Source” to “Fund ID”, change “Program” to “Fund”, and change “Activity” to “Program”.


Status Review Report


The Status Review Report will remain almost as it was in previous releases with the following minor changes.


Change headers to be consistent with other Contract reports.  Name should now be “(INTERIM) NRCS-LTP-13_E”.  Change date from 2-90 to 1-97.  Move field office phone number to follow field office name on the right side of the page.


Update legal text to correspond to new text statement.


Since there may be multiple contract numbers, move “Date” and “County”  lines down to lines with “Name” and “Address”.  Then print all contract numbers in a sequence with comma separators.  If needed, continue contract numbers on a second line (start left indent even with first line contract numbers).


Remove three blank lines between “Items scheduled for prior years...” and “Revision of plan or ...” to allow space for longer legal text and additional contract numbers.


Change signature section from “District Conservationist” to “Designated Conservationst”.


If multiple counties are in the contract, show “Multiple” in place of the County Name.


Other Reports


The Contract Status Review Report will continue to be generated in the format specified above.  A suggested enhancement to print the recorded information for Assistance Needed will be considered for a release after FOCD3.


Reports similar to the Commodity Credit Corporation Conservation Program Contract (CCC-1200) and Practice Approval and Payment Application (CCC-1245) will be developed as soon as resources allow after the FOCD3 release.  


The “Estimated Cost Share Report” which was essentially the old  LTP-11B-E summary section with **DRAFT** notation will be eliminated.


A new Cost Share Ranking Report will be produced for applications not approved and not canceled that shows the ranking value, grouped by fund source.  This will be developed as resources become available after the FOCD3 release.
