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The FOCS Program Application Evaluation Worksheet is designed to assist state and field offices.
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 1.0  Overview:





1.1  Project Objectives and Benefits:


The purpose of this project is to develop computer software to perform an evaluation of a client’s application for Farm Bill program incentive payments.  Each application will be for a particular Farm Bill program - for example: EQIP(Environmental Quality Incentive Program), WHIP (Wildlife Habitat Incentive Program), and  FIP (Forestry Incentive Program).


The benefits of the software will be to make it easier for Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) Field Office staffs to help clients obtain applications evaluated for cost-share assistance.  It will also provide a consistent approach to accomplishing the evaluations across the different Farm Bill programs, while preserving flexibility at the local level for assigning priorities to resource concerns and selecting practices which will be cost-shared.


1.2 What the Software will do:


For each Farm Bill program, individual field offices will be allowed to assign ranking functions to selected resource concerns pertinent to their particular areas of responsibility.  Each field office will also be allowed to select practices that will be cost-shared for a given Farm Bill program. 


NRCS staffs can then provide any client who has benchmark as well as alternative or planned systems entered in FOCS with a quick evaluation of any single system or combination of systems for cost sharing.


The final result of an evaluation will be a report listing the total program costs and the total points for that evaluation.  Certain programs (e.g. EQIP), will have an index that is a ratio of estimated program costs divided by the total environment points; while other programs will not contain this index (e.g. WHIP or FIP).

2.0  Business Rules:


2.1  General:


Each Program will share the same general processes for the evaluation of applications.  These shared processes include: the scoring of resource concerns, the listing of eligible practices and costs, and the way in which client applications are reported. 


A Fund ID will be used to link unique combinations of Fund Source, Program, and Project/Priority Area at local levels.  Local offices will be able to use the Fund ID to setup and evaluate client applications.  However, some decisions will be made based on the Program; such decisions include whether there will be a maximum number of points for an application and whether or not an index value is reported.


2.2  Resource Concerns and Scoring:


For a given Fund ID, each field office will be able to select which resource concerns are to be ranked.


For a given Fund ID, each field office will be able to set its own ranking function to be used in ranking resource concerns on a client application.


For a given Fund ID, a field office will be able to set a maximum total number of points to be given for all points on an evaluation.  But a field office doesn’t have to set a maximum for an evaluation.  When an evaluation is made, if a maximum total has been set, then the overall total is limited to that value.


The impact value which is scored for a system will be the sum of the impact values for all land units in the system.  


Note: This means results which are not physically intuitive could result. For example, impacts which are expressed per acre will be summed regardless of the size of the land units; if smaller land units have erosion reductions and larger land units have erosion increases for a given system, the impact value to be scored may show an erosion decrease while erosion may increase for the entire systems.


The following steps are used to calculate points for a resource concern for a single system (or for an aggregated set of systems).  This calculation will be performed for a selected Fund ID.


For a given resource concern, add the impact values for all land units in the system.  If the report is an aggregated system report, add the impact values for all land units in the systems which make up the report.  However, don’t add negative impact values for narrative type resource concerns into the total. 


Divide the totaled impact value by the Impact Quantity value for that resource concern.


An effect direction flag will have been set for each resource concern at load time to indicate if less or more of an effect is good.


If the sum of impact values is positive and the effect direction flag is set to indicate that “more of an effect is better”, or if the sum of impact values is negative and the effect direction flag is set to indicate that “less of an effect is better”, then divide the absolute value of the impact value sum by the impact quantity from the resource concern scoring table.  Round the result up to the next higher integer if there is a fraction.  Multiply the resulting integer by the number of points to be given for an impact quantity.  If the result is greater than the maximum number of points for a given resource concern, then set the final result equal to the maximum number of points.


If the sum of impact values is negative and the effect direction flag is set to indicate that “more of an effect is better”, or if the sum of the impact values is positive and the effect direction flag is set to indicate that “less of an effect is better”, then set the score to 0 (zero) for that resource concern.


2.3  Practices and Costs:


Each field office will be able to select which practice versions are eligible for funding for a given Fund ID.


Each field office will be able to set its own practice version cost-share rate and incentive payment for a Fund ID to be used in estimating the cost of a client’s application.


2.4  Client Applications and Evaluations:


An evaluation will be for a single Fund ID.


Before a client’s application can be evaluated, there must be at least one alternative or planned system for which impacts have been determined. 


Clients will be able to choose whether to evaluate single systems or aggregated systems and which systems to include.


A report will be printed for each evaluation. The single system and aggregated system reports will be the same, with the exception that the aggregated system report will not show impacts.


Clients must be able to request lower program payments by:


requesting lower practice amounts to be cost shared, 


requesting lower installed unit costs per practice, and/or 


 requesting a lower cost share rate than the maximum allowed under a Fund ID.  


To calculate the Program Cost for a given evaluation, use the following steps for each eligible practice version in the systems selected for evaluation


Sum all practice amounts for a given practice version to get a total practice amount for the application.  The practice amount may have been reduced by the client in order to increase chances of getting payment.


Multiply total practice amount by the installed unit cost for the practice version.  The installed unit cost will be the default cost unless the client has requested a lower value.


Multiply the result by the cost-share rate to get the program cost.  The cost share rate will be the default rate unless the client has requested a lower rate.


Total the results for each practice version to get the total program cost for an evaluation.


An index calculated as Cost divided by Points will be computed for all applications.  This index will be included in the reports unless a Program has chosen not to use the index. EQIP will always use the index ; WHIP and FIP will not use the index.


If an index is reported for a Fund ID and if a report is an aggregated system report, then a user will be able to make adjustments to the index to reflect concerns which aren’t part of the list of resource concerns.  This adjustment option will not be available for the single system report.  If the user chooses this adjustment option, up to 10 other concerns can be entered along with a value which will be used to reduce the computed index.  The values entered for other concerns are totaled and subtracted from the computed index; however the index can not fall below zero.
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3.0  Screens and Reports:


The sections which follow show the screens needed to setup default data and then to setup and run the evaluation worksheet report. There are 4 screens and 2 reports each described in the sections which follow:


Setup Utilities


Screen 1 - Resource Concern Scoring Utility


Screen 2 - Select Practices and Cost Share Rates Utility


Client Report Setup


Screen 3 - Evaluate Client Systems


Screen 4 - User selected values


Client Report


Report 1 - Single System Report


Report 2 - Aggregated System report


The first two screens are used in setting up default data.  These first two screens are not done for each client, but are used to setup tables that will be used for all clients until the tables are changed. The setup utilities that use Screens 1 and 2 will be run infrequently but must be able to be run whenever a field office desires.


The 3rd and 4th screens are used to setup and produce the evaluation reports for clients.  They will be the most frequently run screens and are the only ones used each time an evaluation is done.





3.1 Resource Concern Scoring Utility:


In this step, the user selects which resource concern(s) will be used in ranking a client’s application and how they will be scored.  


	Note: 	This is a utility that is run infrequently to setup the default              			table and is not run for each client.


The user starts this process from the Business Area option off the FOCS Main Menu  Select Technical Support - FOTG, Sec. 1, then General Resource References.  There will be an option added, as shown, for Program Cost Share References.  Resource Concern Scoring will be one of the two options under Program Cost Share References.

3.1.1  Resource Concern Scoring Screen:


When the Resource Concern Scoring option is selected from the Action Bar options, this screen will be displayed.  The screen allows the user to select the Resource Concern(s) to be used by a given Fund ID to rank applications for funding.  It also allows the user to define the scoring functions to be used, and to control the maximum values given each resource concern as well as the total points for an application. The cursor is initially positioned in the Fund ID data field in the header.

3.1.2  Fund ID:


A Fund ID must be entered.  A choice list can be displayed (press F2) to assist in the selection process (see example below in Fig. 3a).  A single choice is selected.  The user will be able to see Fund Source and Project/Priority Area as well as Fund ID and Program.  However, only Fund ID and Program will be shown on the screen after the selection is made. 


The list of choices for Fund ID and Program will already have been entered at FOCS software installation and will be the set of choices in the fund source table.

3.1.3  Program:


This is a READ-ONLY data field.  The Program entry is derived from the selection the user makes on the choice list displayed in par. 3.1.2 (Fund ID).


3.1.4  Maximum Total:	


The user will have three possible options: 


setting a maximum number of points for an application by entering a positive integer no greater than 3 digits, or 


 leaving an application without a maximum by not entering a value or 


entering a zero value. 


If editing previously entered data, the Maximum Total stored will be displayed for possible modification.  A value of zero means no maximum; however, a positive integer no greater than 3 digits is the maximum number of points which an application can receive.


3.1.5  Selecting Resource Concern(s):


After selecting the Fund ID and entering a Maximum Total (if any), the cursor will be placed in the first Resource Concern field.  The user will select the Resource Concern(s) which can earn points for the selected Fund ID.

3.1.5.1  Resource Concern:		


Press F2 to display the choice list of Resource Concerns.  For FOCD3, this list will be in SWAPA (Soil, Water, Air, Plants and Animals) order, with the SWAPA category at the front of the text.

Use the Up/Down Arrow keys to move the cursor and scroll the choice list.  Press the Spacebar to select (>) or unselect the selections.  Press F8 to unselect/clear all selections in order to start fresh.  Press F5 to accept the selections and return to the main menu.


The first time there will be no Resource Concerns tagged.  After data has been selected once, those Resource Concerns previously selected will be shown as tagged in the list.


3.1.5.2  Impact Quantity:


This is a new data element to be saved in FOCS.  The field contains the amount of Impact change that will receive a set number of points.  The value the user enters is an integer that is not more than 10 digits.


The user will define how each Resource Concern will be scored by entering the value of an Impact Quantity, the number of points that the specific Impact is worth, and the maximum number of points that can be given for the Resource Concern on an evaluation.


3.1.6  Determining Points:


After selection of the Resource Concern(s), the screen will display the selected list with the units that are assigned to each selected Resource Concern. This is a scrollable screen field in order to display as many of the resource concerns needed for this Fund ID.


When the Resource(s) list is displayed on the screen, the cursor will be positioned in the first Impact Quantity field of the list.  The user will define how each Resource Concern will be scored by entering the value of an Impact Quantity, the number of points which the given Impact value is worth, and the maximum number of points which can be assigned to the Resource Concern on an evaluation.

3.1.6.1  Units:	


This is a READ-ONLY data field.  The Units are those associated with the user-selected Resource Concerns from the Effect Category Table.  If the resource type is narrative, the value of the units field will be “narr”.


3.1.6.2  Points:


This is a new data element to be saved in FOCS.  The field contains the number of points to be assigned to the Impact Quantity.  The value the user enters will be an integer that is not more than 2 digits.


3.1.6.3  Maximum Points:	


This is a new data element to be saved in FOCS.  The field contains the maximum number of points that can be given on an evaluation for a given Resource Concern.  The maximum number the user can enter is 3 digits.
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3.2  Eligible Practices and Costs:


This function sets up the default table that lists the practices a Fund ID will cost share. 


	NOTE:   This is a utility that is not run for every client, and 


		is only run infrequently in order to setup the default 


		table.


The user starts this process from the Business Area option off the FOCS Main Menu  Select Technical Support - FOTG, Sec. 1, then General Resource References.  There will be an option added, as shown, for Program Cost Share References. Program Practices and Costs  will be one of the two options under Program Cost Share References.

3.2.1  Practices and Costs Screen:


When the Practices and Costs option is selected from the Action Bar options, this screen will be displayed.  The screen allows the user to select which practice version(s) can be cost-shared for a given Fund ID and what the cost-share rate will be. One field is located in the header, Fund ID, and the cursor will be initially positioned in this field when the screen is first displayed.

3.2.2  Fund ID:


A Fund ID must be entered.  A choice list can be displayed (press F2) to assist in the selection process (see example below in Fig. 3a).  A single choice is selected.  The user will be able to see Fund Source and Project/Priority Area as well as Fund ID and Program.  However, only Fund ID and Program will be shown on the screen after the selection is made. 


The list of choices for Fund ID and Program will already have been entered at FOCS software installation and will be the set of choices in the fund source table.

3.2.3  Program:


This is a READ-ONLY data field.  The Program entry is derived from the selection the user makes on the choice list displayed in par. 3.2.2 (Fund ID).


3.2.4  Selection of Practices:


The user will select which practice versions can be cost-shared for the selected Fund ID.  The cursor will be positioned in the first Practice Code field.

3.2.4.1  Practice Narrative:


This field is a combination of two fields.  The first field is the practice code, and  the second is the narrative ID for the selected practice version.  Press F2 to display the scrollable choice list:

Use the Up/Down Arrow keys to move the cursor and scroll the choice list.  Press the Spacebar the select (>) or unselect the selections.  Press F8 to unselect/clear all selections in order to start fresh.  Press F5 to accept the selections and return to the main menu.  The screen will be populated with the selected practice versions, and the installed unit cost for each practice version will also be displayed.


3.2.4.2  Name:


This is a READ-ONLY data field.  The value displayed is the name of the practice.


3.2.4.3  Units:


This is a READ-ONLY data field.  The value displayed is the practice units for the selected practice code.


3.2.4.4  Cost/Unit:


This is a READ-ONLY data field.  The value displayed is the installed unit cost for the selected practice version.  


3.2.5  Entering Cost Share Rate:


After selection of eligible practice version(s), the screen will appear as shown in Figure 5b.  All information except the cost-share rates will be displayed in this scrollable screen field.  The user will now complete the table by entering the cost-share rate(s).

3.2.5.1  Cost Share Rate: 


The cursor will start in the first cost share-rate field.  If data has been previously entered, it will be displayed and the user can edit the information.  The user will be able to enter an integer that is between 1 and 100.  If there was a previously entered value, it will be replaced by the user-entered value.
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3.3  Evaluating Client Applications:


There are two conditions which must be met before applications can be evaluated for clients:  


The default table data for any Fund ID’s to be considered must have been entered.  The table for scoring resource concerns will be setup and a list of eligible practice versions with cost-share rates will have been entered.





The client must have at least one system (planned or alternative) entered in FOCS along with the resource concerns for that system.





The entry point for starting the Report process for the evaluation will be the Reports option on the Conservation Plans Action Bar.





The user will select the Manage Print Options from the Reports pull-down menu (see Fig. 7a - Reports - Manage Print Options):

3.3.1  Print Options Menu:


The user will utilize this FOCS print utility functionality to setup the print options for the report (print softcopy to screen, save a softcopy to a database file or print a hard copy to a printer).

Once the FOCS print options have been set, the user will be returned to the Conservation Plans Action Bar, and will select the Program Worksheet Evaluation option from the Reports pull-down menu.  Selecting this option will display the Setup Evaluation Report screen (see example - Fig 8).

3.3.2 Setup  Evaluation Report Screen:


The screen to setup evaluation reports for Fund ID’s is shown below (Figure 8).  The user will select choices to setup the report and then enter remarks.  If the user decides to use the defaults, the report will be generated.  If the user decides not to use the defaults (if they want to accept a lower cost-share rate, or unit cost, or request funding for less of the practice extent), then a screen will be provided where to edit those values to put in lower values.

3.3.1.1  Fund ID:


A Fund ID must be entered.  A choice list can be displayed (press F2) to assist in the selection process (see example below in Fig. 3c).  A single choice is selected.  The user will be able to see Fund Source and Project/Priority Area as well as Fund ID and Program.  However, only Fund ID and Program will be shown on the screen after the selection is made. 


The list of choices for Fund ID and Program will already have been entered at FOCS software installation and will be the set of choices in the fund source table.  After selection of the Fund ID, the cursor will be placed in the Report Type field:

3.3.2.2  Program:


This is a READ-ONLY data field.  The Program entry is derived from the selection the user makes on the choice list displayed in par. 3.3.2.1 (Fund ID).


3.3.2.3  Report Type:


The user will be given a choice list and must select either Single System report or Aggregated Systems report.  If the user selects Single System report, then each system selected will be evaluated and reported independently.  If the user selects aggregated system report, then each system selected will be evaluated and reported independently, but an aggregated system report will be produced that provides an aggregated evaluation of all selected system. Even if the user selects aggregated system report, only a single system report will be produced if the user only selects one system to be evaluated.  After selection, the cursor will be placed in the System field.


3.3.2.4  System:


Press F2 to see a list of available systems for the client.  Use the spacebar to select which systems are to be evaluated.  At least one system must be chosen.  When the choices are accepted, the cursor is moved to the Defaults field.


3.3.2.5  Default Values:


The user must choose from two options (“No” or “Yes”).  Press F9 to display the Default pop-up window, and select the choice from the window.  If the user selects Yes, then the client is deciding not to change the cost-share rates, unit costs, or practice amount for any practice versions.  When this screen has been completed and accepted, the evaluation reports will be generated.


If the user selects No, when this screen has been completed and accepted, a second screen will be displayed that lists the practice versions of the client’s selected systems and will allow the user to select lower values for the practice amount, unit cost, and cost-share rate for any practice versions.  This functionality allows the client to increase chances for getting funding by reducing the program cost for a given application.


3.3.2.6  Other Concerns:


The user has the option of selecting either “No” or “Yes” for this data field, but only if the Report Type of Aggregated System is selected. 


If the user selects “No”, the cursor will move to the Remarks data field.


If the user selects “Yes”, a pop-up window is automatically displayed that allows the user to enter up to 10 “Other Concerns” that will be used to adjust the index reported for this evaluation.

3.3.2.6.1  Choice List’s Other Concerns data field:


Type in the specific concern (the user will be able to enter up to 50 characters to indicate what the concern is), and press Enter to move the cursor to the Points data field.


3.3.2.6.2  Pop-Up Window’s Points data field:


Type in the points (the user will be able to enter a 2 digit positive integer) to be used to reduce the index, and press Enter to move to the next line.   Upon completion, press F5 to accept the entries and return to the main screen.


3.3.2.7  Remarks:


The user can enter any text that is to be printed in the remarks section of the report.  Entry is optional, and the field can be left blank.  (The total length of the remarks section is 32,676 characters).


3.3.3  Select Value Screen:


This screen allows the client to request lower program funding in order to increase their chances of program payment by requesting lower cost-share rates, lower unit costs, or lower practice amounts to be funded.  When the user accepts the changes, the next step is to generate the reports that have been setup.  (Values changed to a lower value will be flagged on reports).

3.3.3.1  Fund ID:


This is a READ-ONLY data field.  The previously selected Fund ID for this evaluation will be displayed. 


3.3.3.2  Program:


This is a READ-ONLY data field.  The previously selected Program for the Fund ID being used will be displayed.


3.3.3.3  Practice-Narrative:


This is a READ-ONLY data field.  These are the practice versions which are part of the clients system(s), and which are eligible for funding under the selected Fund ID.


3.3.3.4  Name:


This is a READ-ONLY data field.  The field displays the name(s) of the selected practices.


3.3.3.5  Units:


This is a READ-ONLY data field.  The field displays the units associated with the selected practices.


3.3.3.6  Practice Amount:


This is a User-Entered data field. The user must enter a value that is less than the displayed value, but can not be greater than the displayed value.


3.3.3.7  Cost/Unit:


This is a User-Entered data field. The user must enter a value that is less than the displayed value, but can not be greater than the displayed value.


3.3.3.8  Cost Share Rate:


This is a User-Entered data field. The user must enter a value that is less than the displayed value, but can not be greater than the displayed value.
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3.4  Evaluation Reports


Users must be able to produce two types of evaluation reports.  


A single system report summarizes the evaluation of a single system.  


An aggregated system report summarizes the evaluation of one or more systems.  





	NOTE:  A user will be able to run an aggregated system report 


		for a single system.  





The distinction between the single system report and the aggregated system report for a single system is that the aggregated system report is the one used for decision making, and the single system report is only for informational purposes.


An example of each report is shown in the Appendix.  The sections of each report are nearly identical, and therefore they are described here, section by section, with the differences noted in the section description. 


3.4.1  Report Header Section:


The header section is printed on the 1st page of each Evaluation Worksheet Report as shown.  If the report is for an Aggregated System Report, then the title line is followed by a centered line that has “(Aggregated System Report)”.  If the report is for a single system, then there will be a line saying “(Single System)”.

3.4.1.1  Field Office Name:


The name of the field office is displayed in the upper left corner of the first page of the report below two lines of text which list the department and agency name (see Figure 11).


3.4.1.2  Business ID:


The Business ID is displayed in the upper right corner of the report below the page number and the date/time. 


3.4.1.3  Program:


The Program is displayed as the first part of the Report’s header line.


3.4.1.4  Project/Priority Area:


The Project/Priority Area is displayed as the 2nd variable element of the Report’s header line.  If the Project/Priority Area is not defined, then the field is not displayed in the header.


3.4.1.5  Business Name:


The Business Name is displayed below the title line.


3.4.1.6  Business Address:


The Business Address is displayed just below the Business Name line.


3.4.2  Section I - Land and System Description:


Each system included in the report is summarized in Section I as shown in Figure 12.  For each system, the report will list Land Use, System Name, Total Acres in the system, and levels 2 through 4 of the land unit family.  The labels for the land units will change to match the land unit families that are included in the system.

3.4.2.1  Land Use:


The land use will be listed as the first part of each system.


3.4.2.2  System Name:


The system name used to identify the system in FOCS will be displayed below the text “System Name”.


3.4.2.3  Total Acres:


The total acres in the system will be displayed.


3.4.2.4  Level 4 Land Unit (e.g. Farm):


The label field will contain the value of the level 4 land units (e.g. “Farm”) associated with the system’s land unit family. The value of any level 4 land units will be displayed below the label.  If there are more than one level 3 land units, the value of the level 4 land unit will only be displayed on the first line for the level 3 land units.  The order of land units will be in numeric character order followed by alpha character order.


3.4.2.5  Level 3 Land Unit (e.g. Tract):


The label field will contain the value of the level 3 land units (e.g. “Tract”) associated with the system’s land unit family for the system.  If there is no associated level 3 land unit, the label field and column for entry will not be displayed.


3.4.2.6  Level 2 Land Unit (e.g. Fields):


The label field will contain the value of the level 2 land unit type (e.g. “Field”).  The level 2 land units associated with any level 4 (and level 3 if present) land units will be listed below the label in sequential order on the same line separated by commas. 


3.4.3  Section II - Resource Concern Scoring:


This section will list all of the eligible resource concerns in the selected client system(s) and the scores for each resource concern.  The total points will be summarized at the end of the section.

3.4.3.1  Resource Concerns and Criteria:


The list of resource concerns are the those which the client has impacts calculated for on the planned or alternative systems being evaluated, and which are eligible for scoring under the selected Fund ID.


3.4.3.2  Units:


This column lists the units utilized by for each resource concern for this evaluation. 


3.4.3.3  Max (Maximum):


This column lists the maximum points for each resource concern.  It is derived from the table of resource concerns associated with the selected Fund ID.


3.4.3.4  Impact:


The impact will be listed for each resource concern that received a score in the system evaluation for single system reports.  The impact will not be listed on the aggregated system reports.  On single system reports, this value is the arithmetic sum of impacts for all land units in the system. 


3.4.3.5  Points:


The points are those assigned to the given resource concern using the values setup in the scoring table for the selected Fund ID.


3.4.3.6  Total Evaluation Points:


The total evaluation points are the sum of the points for each resource concern. If a maximum total was set for a Fund ID in the setup utility, then the total is limited to that value.


3.4.4  Section III - Conservation Practices:


This section lists the conservation practice versions that are eligible for funding under the given Fund ID, and which are part of the clients system(s) being evaluated with their costs.

3.4.4.1  Name:


This column identifies the practices that are eligible for cost share for the selected Fund ID,  and which are part of the client’s systems being evaluated.

3.4.4.2  Units:


This column lists the units utilized by each resource concern for this evaluation.


3.4.4.3  Amt (Amount):


This column lists for each practice version the practice amount that the client is requesting cost-share payment for.


3.4.4.4  Unit Cost:


This column lists the estimated unit cost for each practice version - the value may have been reduced by the client.


3.4.4.5  CS (Cost Share) Rate:


This column lists the cost share rate percent for each practice version of the selected Fund ID.  The value may have been reduced by the client.


3.4.4.6  Prog (Program) Cost:


This column lists the program cost for each practice version that is covered by the Fund ID.


3.4.4.7  Total Costs:


This field is the sum of the program costs for this evaluation for the selected Fund ID.


3.4.5  Section IV - Applicants Score or Index:


This section is optional.  At present it will be reported for EQIP but not for WHIP or FIP.  An option will be provided to the field office at the time of software installation whether to make this section part of a report or not as a function of Fund ID.

3.4.5.1  Index:


The value reported is the total cost from Section III divided by total points from Section II. The value is reported as an integer, and any fraction will be rounded up to the next higher integer.


3.4.5.2  Total Cost/Points:


The value reported is the total cost from Section III divided by total points from Section II. The value is reported as an integer, and any fraction will be rounded up to the next higher integer.


3.4.6  Section V - Other Concerns:


Section V applies only to Aggregated System Reports and only to Fund ID’s that report an index.  The user will be able to enter up to 10 concerns and a point value for that concern.  The point value will be used to reduce the calculated index value.

3.4.6.1  Other Concerns Text:


This is a READ-ONLY data field.  The displayed text reflects what was entered by the user in the Setup Evaluation Report screen’s Other Concern’s choice list.


3.4.6.2  Other Concern Points:


This is a READ-ONLY data field.  The displayed points reflect what was entered by the user in the Setup Evaluation Report screen’s Other Concern’s choice list. 


3.4.7  Section VI - Adjusted Index (Points):


Section VI applies only to Aggregated System Reports, and only to Fund ID’s that report an index.  The points entered in Section V (Other Concerns) are totaled and subtracted from the calculated index and displayed here.  The result may not be negative.

3.4.8  Remarks:


This section displays any entered remarks text, and also provides a section for signature and date.

3.4.8.1  Remarks:


The remarks text entered by the user on the report setup screen is printed in this remarks section of the report.


3.4.8.2  Signature Line:


A line is provided for the signature of the Conservationist generating this report.  The name of the Conservationist will be printed just below the line.


3.4.8.3  Date:


A line is provided for entering in the date.  The label “date” is printed just below the line.


3.4.8.4  Privacy Act Statement:


The USDA’s Privacy Act Statement is displayed as shown.
