









1997 Fund Structure Information for FOCS



(Instructions for Updating FOCS with FY 1997 Fund Code Information)









Background



States can now update their FOCS funding sources with the FY 1997 fund information found in this document after the installation of the Field Office Compact Disk (FOCD2).  The FY 1997 fund codes are not needed for FY 97 Quarter 1 NIMS reports, but field offices are advised to get them as soon as possible. This document includes two sets of instructions:  1) instructions for adding the FY 1997 fund codes to FOCS at the state office, and 2) instructions for exporting the FY 1997 fund codes  to field office FOCS databases.  FY 1996 funding information currently contained in FOCS should not be removed at this time.



Please note that the NIMS 2.2.0 Budget and Program Accountability reports will use the terminology for fund information found in the table below.  PASIS 2.3.0 (FOCD3) will complete the transition to the new terminology.  The new terms should clear some of the confusion users and managers had with the old terms.

Adding FY 1997 Fund Codes to FOCS at the State Office

Step 1:  For your information only.  Access the Codes and Values utility as shown below.

�Step 2:  From the Codes and Values screen seen below, press F2 to select domain name Activity ID.  View the new and updated identifiers that have been added to the list.  You do not need to add any new items to this list; this has been done for you.  PASIS 2.3.0 (FOCD3) will rename this list “Program ID”.

The table below lists all of the activity/program identifiers and indicates which ones have been added or updated in FOCS for FY 1997.  Note in the FOCS table that activity/program identifiers that are no longer current, i.e. ACP, remain in the list.  PASIS 2.3.0 (FOCD3) will mark these identifiers as “inactive”.

Step 3:  Do this step only for funded EQIP priority areas.  Press F3 and select domain name “Project ID”.  PASIS 2.3.0 will rename “project id” to “project id/priority area”.  For funded EQIP priority areas, enter the nationally assigned identifier to the list.  An example of a nationally assigned EQIP priority area may be: 1234.

�Step 4:  Access the Funding Sources utility as seen in the figure below.

Step 5: The FOCS funding sources screen is seen below.  Add the 1997 Funding Sources to this screen following the steps below.

Step 6

Type the information into FOCS using the table below.  Use upper case letters as shown in the table.  The last two lines in the funding sources table show XXX for fund id.  These indicate state, local or other federal agency funding sources.  Enter a meaningful identifier for these local programs instead of XXX where applicable.



Do not delete any fund identifiers from FOCS at this time.  PASIS 2.3.0 will mark funding sources such as ACP as “inactive”.



For Column 1, enter the fund source (the new term will be “Fund ID”) exactly as shown below.



For Column 2, press F2 to select “Program” (the new term will be “Fund Source”) from the choice list.



For Column 3, press F2 to select “Activity” (the new term will be “Program”) from the choice list.



For Column 4, an XXXX indicates that a local project identifier should be entered if applicable.  For Press F2 to select either local project area identifiers or the nationally assigned identifier for funded EQIP priority areas.



If your office has more than one project for a specific fund source, add as many lines as needed for each of these projects.  An example of fund id’s for these additional projects might be FP1, FP2, etc.  



For Column 5, press F2 to select “Sponsoring Agency” from the choice list.



For Column 6, enter Y if the program requires Food Security Act compliance; enter N if it does not.



For Column 7, enter the fiscal year basis as shown in the table below.



Column 8 is for your information only--do not enter this information in FOCS.

�Exporting/Importing Activity and Project ID’s in FOCS

The following information has been extracted from the FOCS Export/Import Instructions dated 3/21/1996.  Text has been changed to specifically reference exporting and importing program and activity ids from the Codes and Values data in FOCS.  These instructions assume that you are executing the commands from a Unix shell from the FOCS GoTo menu.



Step 1:  Use dbaccess or isql to export the data.  Both of these utilities are menu-driven.  Change directories to the Export directory.  Then run “dbaccess” or “isql”.  From the main menu, select “Query Language”, select “focs” as the database, then “select Choose”.  This will provide a menu of SQL extract scripts.



Step 2:  Select the codes.sql script.  Edit the script to add or modify the "where" clause to extract the program and activity ids you wish to export.  See the example script at the end of these instructions for exporting activity and program ids. After you have finished editing the codes.sql script, press Esc and select “Run” to export the data.



Step 3:  Use NIMS to distribute the exported data: The NIMS package includes file transfer software that may be used to distribute exported data to remote FOCS machines.  To use it, include $NIMS/NimsCom ($NIMS is $FOCSPGMS/PLANIS/NIMS/NimsCom) in your PATH.  You  may exit dbaccess or isql and run the nims_snd command from the Unix prompt, or execute it from isql or dbaccess by typing the command at the menu bar with a "!" in front of it.)



For each remote location, use the nims_snd command:



	nims_snd <address> [options] -request <directory> <executable>



where:	<address>	is the UUCP address of the nimsrcv user on the remote machine

		[options] include:

			-quiet	to suppress output of the commands

			-log	(see NIMS documentation

		<directory>	is “codes”

		<executable>	is “codes.imp”
