Field Office Land Use


Foundation Requirements


Background


The need for capturing land use acres is to provide the base land use for each field office for the county or portion of the county covered by that respective field office. This data is the baseline information used in performance measurement. It is the value against which NRCS will compare activities that have land use information attached in FOCS. It will help NRCS measure change in activities by land use, current activities by land use, and change in land use. This is a first for the agency.


Scope


This document covers the requirements for capturing the land use information in FOCS. Land use reporting is part of NIMS (National Information & Measurement System) and is not covered in this document.


Software Requirements


The italicized text in parenthesis represents physical table and column names or data values.





1.0	Data Capture


Land use data shall be captured as part of the Field Office Description application.


The user shall have the ability to enter the number of acres for each national NRCS land use category by county for all land serviced by the field office.


The range of each acres value shall be 0 – 99,999,999.


The list of NRCS land use categories shall be those found in the codes and values table (codes) where the domain (domn_nm) is “SCS Land Use” (”scs_land_use”) and the code edit flag (cd_edit_fg) is National (“N”).


The list of counties serviced by the field office shall be those found in the codes and values table (codes) where the domain (domn_nm) is “County” (”county”).
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
