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Land Unit Location


Facilitate accurate performance measurement by requiring the entry of land unit location information for every land unit.  


Suggested approach is to check for location records when displaying the edit land unit screen in Resource Inventory.  If any selected land unit does not have a location record, display a message and automatically bring up the land unit location screen for the land unit.  Edit screen cannot be opened until all land units have a location defined.


On land unit location screen, require State (land_state), County (land_cty), Hydrologic Unit (hyd_unit), Conservation District (cons_dist), and Congressional District (congrs_dist).


Congressional District must be a unique national code that is derived by concatenating the values for land_state and congrs_dist. State and Field offices will have the responsibility of insuring that the Congressional District codes are correct and in a consistent format i.e. all offices in the first congressional district of a state should use the same code of 001, not a mix of 001, 01, and 1.


Request that Helpdesk develop scripts to convert existing Congressional Districts and nonstandard NRCS Land Use Codes (scs_land_use) to the standard codes and  to populate Hydrologic Unit.


Request that the Conservation Operations Division (COD) transmit a memo explaining the need to have all FOCS databases contain the standard Congressional District and NRCS Land Use codes.  


Develop a FOCS Data Errors And Omissions Report with guidance from Irene Borchers and Terry Schmid.  Such a report should show all missing data in the database, rather than by case file.


Make Administrative County (tract_cty) and FSA Farm Number (farm_num) required entry fields for FSA defined land units.





New Constraints


Facilitate accurate program and time accountability measurement by adding new  constraint codes.


There will be three new constraint types for the Wetland Reserve Program (WRP) and the existing WRP easement constraint will be retained.  In addition, there will be a new constraint for land with a non-USDA easement.  The wetland related constraints will be as follows:

There should only be one of these constraints on any given land unit and, for all WRP easement types, the constraint date would be the date of the WRP contract or the date of easement sign-up for pending easements.  This will be enforced through policy rather than software.  


All existing instances of  WRP Constraint will retain that code.


There will also be new easement constraints created for  the Conservation Reserve Program (CRP) using the CRP sign-up number to distinguish between contract periods rather than the constraint date (socio_feat_dt).   This has the advantage of a more rigorous definition for program accountability than would be possible from a user entered constraint date. 


The new CRP related constraints will be as follows:

Require entry of a fund source code for all constraints by adding new data element (fund_src_id) to socio_inv table with a Fund ID data entry field on the Record Constraints screen


No standard PASIS report will developed for FOCD3; constraints information will be reported through NIMS or in locally developed IQ custom reports


Suggest that written instructions on the proper use of the program related constraints in FOCS be included in manuals and memo from NHQ.  





Determination Requests


Facilitate accurate time accountability measurement by requiring entry of the initials of field office staff person recording a determination request.


Add a new data element (detr_req_by) to dter_rqst table with a By: data entry field on the Record Determinations screen





Soils Inventory


Facilitate accurate time accountability measurement by requiring entry of the initials of the field office staff person recording the soils inventory, the date, and the fund.


Add new data elements (soil_inv_by, soil_inv_date, & fund_src_id) to soil_inv and redesign the Record Soils screen to allow data entry. 





HEL Determinations


Reduce confusion on the Specify HEL Determinations screen by changing the data entry field label from “HEL Acres” to “Dter. Acres”. 





New Compliance Report


Facilitate interagency communication by developing a new report to fill role of old CPA-027 Report.  


This report would be accessible under Field Office Management Reports area.  Provide an estimate of the number of pages on the report and confirm printing before starting the print process as the report can be very lengthy.  


Report should be organized by FSA Administrative County and sorted by tract with a page break for each new administrative county.  Since Administrative County (tract_cty) and FSA Farm Number (farm_num) are currently not required entry data elements this could result in blank display fields and two separate sections for a FSA Administrative County i.e. one NULL and one with the code. Include these as items in the new data errors and omissions report and have local offices correct  with assistance from Helpdesk script 


Wetland types would correspond to those listed on CPA-026E (FOCD3 version) and would use the same logic for displaying the new wetland types, W-C, W-E,    W-R, MIW-B, and MIW-P.


Fields with multiple HEL Determinations will display Y for HEL if any part of field has HEL=Y or HEL=E.


The report would have a format like the former FSA Flag Data Listing report:
