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�1.0  Introduction

1.1	Current Civil Rights Parity Report

The current Civil Rights Parity Report being used at all NRCS offices was released with FOCD2 in January 1997. Three minor adjustments were made with the FOCD3 release (July 1997):

Report Header. Line added to identify the number of states and field offices represented in the data presented in the report.

Section E, Eligible Clients Benefiting from Resource Assistance. Wetland certifications and contracts signed were added to the list of activities that qualified a client to be counted as receiving assistance.

Section G, Cost Share Assistance Broken Down by Fund Source. Incorporated terminology changes related to fund data (changed throughout FOCS).



The current report contains six sections:

A — Total Eligible Clients. Data comes directly from the information entered by the user in the demographic table.

B — Eligible Clients Attached to Businesses. All clients associated with businesses are counted.

C — Eligible Clients Attached to Businesses with Land. This is a subset of Section B and is a count of all clients associated with businesses that have land units identified and land unit location data entered in the database.

D — Eligible Clients that are District Cooperators. This is a subset of Section C and is a count of all clients associated with businesses that have land units identified and one or more land units are identified with a cooperator date.

E — Eligible Clients Benefiting from Resource Assistance. This is a subset of Section B and is a count of all clients that have received some form of resource assistance during the reporting period.

F — Eligible Clients Benefiting from Cost Share Assistance. This is a subset of Section C and is a count of all clients that have received cost share assistance during the reporting period.

G — Cost Share Assistance Broken Down by Fund Source and Program. A breakdown (not a subset) of Section F that counts clients receiving cost share assistance by the fund source and program identified in the original cost share application.



Appendix A shows the current layout of Sections A, B, and G. (Sections C, D, E, and F are similar in format to Section B.)



1.2	FOCD4 Overall Requirements

In August 1997, the NHQ Civil Rights Division and representatives from the National Civil Rights Committee met with ITC personnel to develop requirements for a revamped set of queries in FOCS/NIMS to provide a new generation of civil rights reports that reflect the current needs of the agency. This document describes the changes identified and provides samples of the new suite of Civil Rights Reports.



The following is a summary of the changes to be made:

Additional sections will be added to the current Civil Rights Parity Report to document clients with farm plans who are receiving technical assistance and clients with farm plans who are applying conservation  practices.

Sections B, C, and D of the current Civil Rights Parity Report, which reflect statistics related to FOCS database population data, will be moved to a new Supplemental Client Data Report.

The name of the Civil Rights Parity Report will be changed to “Parity in Program Participation.” In addition, the new report will be available in two versions — brief and detailed — where the section related to Cost Share Assistance Broken Down by Fund Source and Program will only be displayed on the detailed version.

Logic will be added to the Parity in Program Participation report to document where a disparity of 10% or more exists between the proportion of minority participation to the minority-eligible population as compared to the proportion of non-minority participation to the non-minority-eligible population.

A new Civil Rights Compliance Review Report will be developed to provide data for offices needing to complete Part 5, f–j, l, and r, of the  Civil Rights Compliance Review Guide. Statistics related to clients with disabilities (broken down by gender) receiving assistance in each of the displayed categories will also be provided.

A new Public Notification Initiatives (PNI) report will be developed to report on information and education assistance (previously referred to as walkins) activities, other assistance activities (referred to as assistance notes) tied to clients without a business association, and assistance activities involving mailings and correspondence.

The current NIMS queries will be enhanced to include clients in the client/land association table, in addition to the clients tied to the business.



The logic used in developing the current Civil Rights Parity Report remains basically intact with the exception of the enhancements being made to include clients identified in client/land associations. Appendix H extracts the current documented logic from the NIMS General Reference so that reviewers of these design specifications do not have to refer to an additional document.

Fiscal Year

Most data captured for Civil Rights (and Public Notification Initiatives) reporting is based on the current fiscal year and quarter being reported unless:

the section of the report indicates otherwise

the data captured is not date-oriented (e.g., the number of clients associated with a business)

Fiscal year data contains data from the first day of a fiscal year through the last day of a selected quarter. For example,

�2.0  Clients to Be Reported

2.1	Clients Reported in the Civil Rights Suite of Reports

In the past, NIMS only reported on clients that were associated with a business. If a client was not associated with a business, the client was not counted. In addition, certain relationships had to exist between

the client and the business

the person/contacts identified for the non-person entities

before the client was finally counted. The top half of Figure 1 on the following page identifies these required relationships.



In FOCD4, for the Civil Rights suite of reports:

Parity in Program Participation

Supplemental Client Data

Civil Rights Compliance Review

these requirements remain the same, with the noted relationship additions (consultant as a business association and trustee as a role for a person contact of a non-person entity).



Additionally, clients that are associated with the land and not necessarily associated with a business will also be included for all applicable reports. There are numerous situations where a client is an owner of the land but not associated with the business that leases the land. These clients technically receive assistance from NRCS when land-related resource activities take place. These additional clients will now be included and counted in all applicable reports. The bottom half of Figure 1 identifies these new relationships to be included when counting clients.



As with the current logic used by NIMS in Civil Rights reporting, each client is counted only once. If the person client is attached to the business and also identified in a client/land association, the client will be counted only once.



The preceding paragraphs describe the methodology to be used to determine the numbers of potential clients documented in the FOCS database that could be counted as having received some form of resource assistance. Clients actually benefiting from some form of resource assistance then become a subset of this FOCS client population. The current list of resource assistance activities that qualify a client for reporting are listed in Section 3.0, Resource Assistance Activities to Be Reported and in Appendix H.

All activities that are checked must be attached to a business. The qualifying person-clients attached to that business are then counted for civil rights reporting purposes. Adding the clients that have a client/land association brings in a new level of logic that must be determined. Most resource assistance activities are tied to a specific land unit. The question of logic is:

Do we include only clients with a client/land association where the land unit has documented resource assistance activity, OR

Do we include all clients with documented client/land associations?



Example 1 below best demonstrates the question. Only person clients are used in the example to simplify the scenario presented.

Example 1 Situation: Field 2 in Tract 1 had a wetland determination recorded.



If we include only clients with a client/land association for the land unit with the resource assistance activity, then:

Person 1

Person 2

Person 3

would be given credit for benefiting from resource assistance.



If we include all clients with documented client/land associations, then:

Person 1

Person 2

Person 3

Person 4

would be given credit for benefiting from resource assistance.

Including only clients in the client/land association for the specific land unit is a more accurate approach and will be used for determining the clients that benefit from resource assistance.



Two resource assistance activities,

Assistance Notes

Cost Share Applications Received, Approved, or Canceled

do not identify a land unit when recorded in FOCS. Therefore, only clients associated with the business will be given credit for benefiting from resource assistance. Using the example above,

Person 1

Person 2

would be counted for these two activities.



One additional clarification needs to be identified. Client/land relationships can be recorded for the farm, for the tract, or for a specific field, or any combination of these. Resource assistance activities, involving land units, are almost always documented for a field or sub-field. So, when a field or subfield is identified in a particular resource assistance activity, the client/land associations will be checked for the identified field and all higher-level land units. Example 2 below demonstrates the logic to be used.

Example 2:

Field 1 (Farm 1, Tract 1) had a soil inventory recorded. Persons 1, 2, 3, 4, and 5 would be counted as benefiting from resource assistance.

Field 4 (Farm 2, Tract 3) had a determination request recorded. Persons 1 and 2 would be counted as benefiting from resource assistance.

Field 2 (Farm 1, Tract 2) had an HEL determination. Persons 1, 2, and 3 would be counted as benefiting from resource assistance.

2.2	Clients Reported in the Public Notification Initiatives Report

Only clients with a business relationship (in FOCS) are potential candidates for reporting in the Parity in Program Participation report. This requirement is needed because the business record carries the “agricultural” or “non-agricultural” designation.



However, according to Departmental Regulation 4300-3, Equal Opportunity Public Notification Policy, 



It is the policy of the Department of Agriculture:

To reach out in positive ways to persons who have not participated equally in its programs and activities in the past. This policy will be demonstrated to persons through all public contacts.



USDA Agencies will:

Establish outreach programs at the local level to ensure that all persons, especially those who previously may not have participated fully know about the availability of and how to use USDA program services effectively and are encouraged to participate.



These types of activities are currently documented in FOCS in two modules:

Information and Education (I&E) Assistance (walk-ins)

Assistance Notes



With FOCD4, NIMS will collect information on public notification activities as described below. Figure � REF figOutreachActRptLogic \* MERGEFORMAT �4� on page � PAGEREF figOutreachActRptLogic �14� identifies the public notification client/person reporting logic. Section 7.0, Public Notification Initiatives Report, provides information on how the data will be extracted and presented.



Information and Education Assistance

With FOCD4, the I&E Assistance module is being modified to record the number of people, by gender and race, receiving information and education assistance when such assistance is provided to a group of people. Before FOCD4, race and gender data was only recorded when I&E assistance was provided to an individual. With this FOCS modification, NIMS will now gather race and gender statistics for all I&E assistance activities. 



The I&E Assistance module always documents the reason for the assistance. In the past (before FOCD4), all reason codes were defined by the individual field offices. FOCD4 will introduce six nationally-defined I&E reason codes:

Code�Meaning��COP�Career Opportunities��CED�Conservation Education��ITE�Information Translation & Exchange��PIU�Program Information (USDA)��PID�Program Information (CDist)��PFG�Program Fostering & Guidance��

Field offices will still have the ability to define and use their own codes, but will be encouraged to use the new nationally-defined codes whenever applicable.



NIMS will gather race and gender statistics for each of the national codes. All I&E activities recorded for user-defined codes will be gathered, but reported all in one code designated as “other.”



NOTE: Additional national codes are being considered for FOCD4 but have not yet been approved. This will not affect the NIMS design since NIMS will gather statistics for all nationally defined codes.



Assistance Activities to Clients

I&E assistance activities provided to an individual are sometimes recorded in FOCS using the Assistance Notes module instead of the I&E Assistance module. This is common when the client is already recorded in the FOCS database. If the assistance activity identifies a business, NIMS reports the associated clients in the Parity in Program Participation report (because of the business association). NIMS does not currently report on assistance notes that do not identify a business for the note.



In FOCD4, NIMS will now gather these additional recorded assistance activities when only a client is identified on the assistance note. Race and gender statistics for the client will also be collected.



The specific assistance service types (as identified in FOCS) to be gathered are:



H	�Historical Note��L	�Location��O	�Objective��R	�Resource Problem/Opportunity��S	�New/Enhanced Land Use Standards, Regulations, or Ordinances��T	�Technical Assistance��U	�Land Use and Site Reviews��

The following assistance service types will NOT be gathered by NIMS under Assistance Activities to Clients (no business association):



B	�Business Comment. This assistance type should not exist for a client with no business association.��C	�Correspondence. “C” assistance notes will be reported separately by NIMS under Mailings and Correspondence.��P	�Plan Cover Note. This assistance type should not exist for a client with no business association.��

NOTE: If a client is attached to a business but the assistance note only identifies the client (and not the business), the client is counted in this section and not in the Parity in Program Participation report.



Mailings and Correspondence

Assistance activities related to correspondence (assistance service type of “C”) will be reported separately in FOCD4. In the current version of NIMS, these activities were reported with all other resource assistance activities when the “C” note identified a business. In FOCD4, NIMS will now gather data specific to correspondence activities, regardless of any existing business association.



Correspondence activities can be documented by three different modules in FOCS:

Assistance Notes

Resource Inventory (Report CPA-026E)

Public Information (user elected to document distribution in an Assistance Note)

As with assistance activities to clients, NIMS will gather race and gender statistics for all associated person clients.

�3.0  Resource Assistance Activities to Be Reported

The following resource assistance activities qualify a client as benefiting from Resource Assistance:

Assistance Notes

Cost Share Applications Received, Approved, or Canceled

Contracts Signed, Completed, or Terminated

Contract Status Reviews Completed

Constraints Identified

Alternative and Benchmark Systems Developed

Compliance Status Reviews

Determination Requests

Soil Inventories

Planned Conservation Systems — Planned or Completed during the reporting period

HEL Determinations

Practices Installed (applied)

Wetland Determinations and Certifications



If multiple assistance types are found for a client within the date range being queried, the client is counted only once. When a business benefits from resource assistance, all applicable clients, as defined in Section 2.1, are given credit for the assistance. The above-listed resource assistance activities are the same as used in FOCD3.
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4.0  Parity in Program Participation Report

The Parity in Program Participation report will have six sections:



Section A  —�Total Eligible Clients (Demographic Data). This will be the same information as presented in the currently released version of the Civil Rights Parity Report. Data comes directly from the information entered by each field office in their demographic table.

��Section B —�Clients Benefiting from Resource Assistance. This is a count of all clients that have received some form of resource assistance during the reporting period. The rules for counting will be changed slightly from the currently released version of NIMS, specifically:

The new consultant business association designation will be added as an association that qualifies a client for reporting.

The new trustee designation will be added as a contact person role that qualifies a client for reporting.

When the resource assistance activity involves a land unit, all qualifying clients designated in a client/land association will be counted according to the rules described in Section 2.1.

��Section C —�Clients with Conservation Management Systems Benefiting from Resource Assistance. This is a new section for the report. The rules for counting will be the same as used in Section B, with the following modifications:���The business involved in the resource assistance activity must have one or more planned conservation systems in place. The date of the planned conservation system (technical assistance date/sys_date) must be less than or equal to the ending date range being checked for resource activities. This check is being included because a resource activity could be recorded before a plan is in place. For example:����Date Range Checked of Resource Activity�Technical Assistance Date of Plan����10/01/1997 through 12/31/1997�On or before 12/31/1997���The completion date of the plan (if applicable) will not be a factor in the check to determine if the business has a planned conservation system in place.

In addition, only planned (sys_phase=“P”) conservation systems are checked. Alternative systems and benchmark systems associated with the business do not qualify for reporting purposes.

��Section D — �Clients with Conservation Management Systems Applying Conservation Practices. This is a new section for the report. The data presented will be a subset of the data presented in Section C. Any resource assistance activity qualifies the client for reporting in Section C when the associated business has a planned conservation system in place. In Section D, the resource assistance activity is restricted to checking for practices installed within the date range being checked.

The date range being checked will be the same as described under Section C. The practice applied date must fall within the applicable date range.

��Section E —�Clients Benefiting from Cost Share Assistance. This is a count of all clients that have received cost share assistance during the reporting period. The rules for counting will be changed from the currently released version, specifically:

Currently, a client is counted as benefiting from cost share assistance if the contract has at least one contract item and one component identified. With FOCD4, NIMS will also check the practices that are scheduled for all contract items. Since practices imply the identification of a land unit, NIMS will also count any qualifying clients designated in a client/land association according to the rules described in Section 2.1.

The current report counts the contract if the contract signed date falls within the fiscal year being reported. This approach then reports on all recently signed contracts. Sections E and F need to report on all active contracts. Since contracts commonly extend over several years and involve annual cost share payments, the existence of an active contract (regardless of the year signed) implies cost share assistance being received.

The following date logic will be used to determine if the contract is active. If the reporting period is 1998-2 (10/01/97 to 03/31/1998),����Contract Signed Date	�Earlier than or equal to 03/31/1998����Contract Cancellation Date (if exists)	�Later than 10/01/1997����Contract Completed Date (if exists)	�Later than 10/01/1997���This date logic assumes that if a contract is active at any time during the fiscal year being reported, it is counted (even if it is later canceled or completed in the same fiscal year).

��Section F — �Cost Share Assistance Broken Down by Fund Source and Program. This is a breakdown of Section E (not a subset) that counts clients receiving cost share assistance by the fund source and program identified in the original cost share application. The rules for counting will be the same as in the currently released version of NIMS, with the addition of the same rule changes identified in Section E.��

NOTES:

The format of the new Parity in Program Participation report is shown in Appendix B. This report will be available in two versions:

Executive version — Sections A through E, broken down by agricultural and non-agricultural data. This limits the report to four pages.

Detailed version — The same format as the executive version, with the addition of Section F. The length of the report will vary depending on the combinations of fund source and programs being reported in Section F.

The title of the report will identify the sections included. Appendix B shows the detailed version. The executive version will show the following title: Parity in Program Participation (Sections A through E).

The new Civil Rights Compliance Review report (see Section 6.0 of this document) presents data for the current fiscal year and for the two prior fiscal years. Only numbers are included in the report (not ratios or percentages).��To allow the user to have ratio and percentage information on prior fiscal-year data, the Parity in Program Participation report will be modified to allow the user to generate a report for any of the three available fiscal years.

Currently, NIMS retains most Civil Rights data for each reporting period (except for demographic data and supplemental client data, for which only data for the most recently collected reporting cycle is retained):

In FOCD4, NIMS will now collect three fiscal years of data (for several civil rights report tables) during one reporting period. If we continue to retain each reporting cycle’s data, the tables will become cluttered with duplicate information and become hard to manage (and describe for ad hoc reporting).

For example:

The true need is to collect and retain current fiscal-year data and data for the prior two fiscal years. To meet this need and to keep the tables manageable, only the recent reporting cycle of data will be retained in any NIMS table that gathers data for three different fiscal years (in one reporting cycle). This change has many advantages, and two differences worth noting:

When 1998-4 data is reported, 1998-3 data will no longer be available in NIMS. If the data was moved to MS Access, this previous quarter data would still be available. In many cases, this is really not a problem because the user is really concerned with the latest fiscal-year data.

When new fiscal-year data is gathered, data from three years ago would no longer be available in NIMS. For example, when collecting data for 1998 (any quarter), 1997 and 1996 data would always be gathered. When 1999 data is gathered, 1998 and 1997 data would be gathered. Data from 1996 would no longer exist in the Civil Rights NIMS tables (which gather data for three years during one reporting cycle). Again, this is not really a problem, since any location needing this historical level of data (states, regions, and NHQ) would probably have this older data in MS Access.

Using this approach of only keeping the recent reporting cycle of data, the NIMS tables would contain the following data each reporting cycle:

According to the NRCS General Manual, Title 230, Equal Opportunity, Part 405, Equal Opportunity in Program Delivery, 405.3 (q), “parity” is defined as when the

…proportion of minority participation to the minority-eligible population of a service-delivery area equals the proportion of nonminority participation to the nonminority-eligible population of same service-delivery area.



Section 405.3 (u) then defines minority:

The word minority is used to designate a person or group of persons belonging to the protected classes covered by the Civil Rights Act of 1964. They are the following:

(1) Black, not of Hispanic Origin. A person having origins in the black racial groups of Africa.

(2) Hispanic. A person of Mexican, Puerto Rican, Cuban, Central or South American, or other Spanish culture or origin, regardless of race.

(3) Asian or Pacific Islander. A person having origins in any of the original peoples of the Far East, Southeast Asia, the Indian Subcontinent, or the Pacific Islands. This area includes, for example, China, Japan, Korea, the Philippine Islands, and Samoa.

(4) American Indian or Alaskan Native. A person having origins in any of the original peoples of North America, and who maintains cultural identification through tribal affiliation or communication recognition (includes Aleuts and Eskimos).



Furthermore, 405.6 (b) (3) states that:

As a matter of guidance, a disparity of 10 percent or more indicates a lack of parity.



The Parity in Program Participation report provides many statistics on clients benefiting from resource assistance with ratios to compare the gathered statistics against the locally-defined demographic data. An asterisk (*) will be used to flag areas where a disparity is found. By flagging items in disparity, the reader of the report can quickly identify areas where improvement or additional outreach activities may be needed.



Specifically, each minority-related ratio is compared to its corresponding non-minority (white) ratio:

	Minority Male to White Male

	Minority Female to White Female

	Minority Total to White Total



If a difference of 10% or more (0.1 or greater) is found between the ratios being compared, the two ratios are flagged on the report.



Appendix D shows a sample of a partial Parity in Program Participation report with data and the ratios that would be flagged. In Appendix D, the following comparisons are made to determine if a disparity exists in Section B:

Similar comparisons are made in Section C.
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5.0  Supplemental Client Data

A new Supplemental Client Data report will be available in FOCD4. This new report will help field offices in comparing FOCS clients that qualify for NIMS reporting to the eligible client statistics as documented in their field office demographic table. This new report is simply Sections A, B, C, and D of the existing Civil Rights Parity Report with the following modifications:



Section A  —�Total Eligible Clients (Demographic Data). This will be the same information as presented in the currently released version of NIMS and in Section A of the Parity in Program Participation report. Data comes directly from the information entered by each field office in their demographic table.

��Section B  —�Clients Attached to Businesses. All clients associated with businesses are counted according to the rules described in Section 2.1 for clients with business associations. The rules for counting will be changed slightly from the currently released version of NIMS, specifically:

The new consultant business association designation will be added as an association that qualifies a client for reporting.

The new trustee designation will be added as a contact person role that qualifies a client for reporting.

This section will NOT include any clients identified in any client/land associations since the query is simply looking for clients attached to businesses (with or without land associations).

��Section C  —�Clients Attached to Businesses with Land. This is a count of all clients associated with businesses that have land units identified and land unit location data entered in the database for one or more of the land units. In current NIMS reporting, Section C is a subset of Section B. With FOCD4, this subset relationship will no longer be true because of the following modification:

This section will also include clients designated in any client/land associations (according to the rules described in Section 2.1) for all land units under the business.

Section C will also be changed as in Section B, specifically:

The new consultant business association designation will be added as an association that qualifies a client for reporting.

The new trustee designation will be added as a contact person role that qualifies a client for reporting.

��Section D  —�Clients That Are District Cooperators. This is a subset of Section C and is a count of all clients associated with businesses that have land units identified and one or more land units identified with a cooperator date. The rules for counting will be the same as used in Section C, with the following modification:

All client/land associations will be checked for all land units under the business even if a cooperator date is only identified in one of the business’s land units.

��The format of the new Supplemental Client Data report is shown in Appendix C. As with the Parity in Program Participation report, information is broken down by agricultural and non-agricultural data. The report will always be four pages.























6.0  Civil Rights Compliance Review Report

According to the NRCS General Manual, Title 230, Equal Opportunity, Part 405, Equal Opportunity in Program Delivery, 405.8 (a) states that

Onsite program compliance reviews shall be conducted periodically to ensure that [NRCS] programs are operated in compliance with nondiscrimination requirements.



The NRCS Civil Rights Compliance Review Guide, as distributed by National Headquarters, is the vehicle used when conducting these reviews. Section 5 of this Guide refers to data collection requirements. Several of the data collection elements can be extracted from the NIMS tables. The new Civil Rights Compliance Review Report is designed to extract this available data and present it in the same format as that required by the NRCS Civil Rights Compliance Review Guide, with the addition of two reportable items:

Number of disabled males receiving assistance

Number of disabled females receiving assistance



A breakdown by the race of the disabled client is not needed.



With FOCD4, NIMS will gather all data necessary to complete sections 5.f, 5.g, 5.h, 5.i, 5.j, 5.l, and 5.r, as described below.



5.f.�Number of on-farm eligible program beneficiaries established on database by RSNO.

This is the same data presented in Section A (agricultural data) of the revised Parity in Program Participation report. Only the latest entered data is available since it is not maintained by year in the FOCS database.��5.g.�Number of on-farm eligible program beneficiaries with farm plans receiving technical assistance in the last three years by RSNO.

This is the same data presented in Section C (agricultural data) of the Parity in Program Participation report, except that the data covers three fiscal years.��5.h.�Number of on-farm eligible program beneficiaries who received technical assistance and applied conservation practices in the last three years by RSNO.

This is the same data presented in Section D (agricultural data) of the Parity in Program Participation report, except that the data covers three fiscal years.��5.i.�Number of eligible non-farm customers established in the database by RSNO.

This is the same data presented in Section A (non-agricultural data) of the Parity in Program Participation report. Only the latest entered data is available since it is not maintained by year in the FOCS database.��5.j.�Number of eligible non-farm customers receiving technical assistance in the last three years by RSNO.

This is the same data presented in Section B (non-agricultural data) of the Parity in Program Participation report, except that the data covers three fiscal years.��5.l.�Number of on-farm eligible program beneficiaries receiving minimal effect determinations for wetlands.

This section is related to the data presented in Section F (Minimal Effect Wetland Exemptions) of the new Wetlands Activity Report being designed for FOCD4, except that the information will be broken down by the race and gender of the client(s) receiving the minimal effect wetland exemption. See Appendix I for the data being presented in the new Wetlands Activity Report. Only agricultural data (bus_tp=F) is extracted for this section of the report and the data covers three fiscal years. When a wetland label of MW, MWM, or CMW is found with a wetland determination date within the date range being checked, the clients associated with the business will be reported in this section. As with all other report sections, the client is counted only once per reporting period.��5.r�Report the data on racial/ethnic makeup of the conservation board during the past three years.

This section is related to the data presented in the NIMS Conservation District Officials Report, except that the information will be broken down by the race and gender of the persons that are associated with the Conservation Districts. Only the latest entered data is available since it is not maintained by year in the FOCS database.��

Appendix E shows the format of the new Civil Rights Compliance Review Report.

Sections 5.g, 5.h, 5.j, and 5.l will be presented in descending year order, with the current year listed first. For example, when reporting for 1998-2, the three fiscal years would be listed as

The Civil Rights Compliance Review Report will be generated in compressed mode (an 8.5 font size, which is similar to the PASIS Conservation Plan Report) to be able to fit all columns on the same line.

This report is primarily targeted for Field Office use, but can be generated at any office level.



7.0  Public Notification Initiatives Report 

The new Public Notification Initiatives report is designed to report on FOCS data entered by the users in these modules:

Information and Education (I&E) Assistance

Assistance Notes



The client rules for the data collection are described in Section 2.2, Clients Reported in the Public Notification Initiatives Report. Appendix F shows the format of the new report.



Section A  —�I&E Assistance to Groups of Individuals. This is a count of all clients that received I&E assistance through a group type of activity (recipient type of B, G, L, O, T, or U).

��Section B —�I&E Assistance to Individuals. This is a count of all clients that received I&E assistance through an individual type of activity (recipient type of P).

��Section C — �Assistance Activities to Clients (no business identified). This is a count of all clients that received assistance as documented in an assistance note (service type of H, L, O, R, S, T, or U) where the assistance note only identifies a client.

��Section D — �First-Time Assistance Activities to Clients (no business identified). This is a subset of Section C and is a count of all clients that received assistance for the first time this fiscal year. “First time” is determined by the fact that no assistance note of any type has been recorded for the client prior to the beginning of the date range being checked. For example:����Date Range Being Checked�No Assistance Note for the Client����10/01/1997 through 03/31/1998�Before 10/01/1997�����Section E — �Mailings and Correspondence. This is a count of all clients (with or without a business association) that have received assistance as documented in a “C” (correspondence) assistance note.

��
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8.0  NIMS Table Requirements

This section of this document is of primary interest to ITC personnel who are developing the new NIMS queries and reports. It is not intended for the general reader (unless interested) who is reviewing the requirements for FOCD4 development.



Six NIMS tables are currently used for Civil Rights Parity reporting. Appendix G lists these tables. Seven additional tables will need to be defined to gather the data for the additional reports to be generated and for potential ad hoc reporting. A fewer number of tables could be used, but NIMS tables are generally designed to report on one topic of information. The queries to gather NIMS data are often very complex, so by keeping the tables simple, standard and ad hoc report development is easier. More tables do, however, add to the complexity of the data movement process.



Changes to the existing six tables are described below and listed in Appendix G.

2.3	Civil Rights Parity Report

2.3.1	How the Report is Organized

When you generate a Civil Rights Parity Report�xe “Civil Rights Parity Report”�, information is presented by business type: �xe “business type”�

clients and activities associated with agricultural businesses

clients and activities associated with non-agricultural businesses



�xe “agricultural business”��xe "non-agricultural business"�Within each business type, �xe “business type”�there are seven report sections—each further broken down by the client’s gender and ethnic/national origin. Figure 6 in Appendix E provides a sample of the Civil Rights Parity Report. The seven report sections are:�xe “Civil Rights Parity Report”�



A.	Total Eligible Clients

Data comes directly from the information entered by the user in the Field Office Description application’s �xe "Field Office Description application"�Eligible Clients (demographic information) screen. 

B.	Eligible Clients Attached to Businesses

All applicable clients that are associated with businesses are counted. Persons�xe "person client type"� directly associated with a business and identified as a manager, partner, owner or producer are counted. In addition, persons associated with a business through a corporation, group, or other non-person �xe "non-person client type"�type entity are counted if they are designated as a contact, key individual, or chairperson (only members and chairpersons for conservation district entities).

C.	Eligible Clients Attached to Businesses with Land 

The data in this section is a subset of Section B and counts all applicable clients that are associated with businesses that have land units and land unit location data entered in the database.

D.	Eligible Clients that are Conservation District Cooperators

�xe "Conservation District Cooperator"�The data in this section is a subset of Section C and counts all applicable clients that are associated with businesses that have a cooperator date identified.

E.	Eligible Clients Benefiting from Resource Assistance 

The data in this section is a subset of Section B and counts all applicable clients that have received some form of resource assistance �xe "resource assistance"�during the reporting period.

F.	Eligible Clients Benefiting from Cost Share Assistance

�xe "cost share assistance"�The data in this section is a subset of Section C and counts all applicable clients that have received cost share assistance during the reporting period.

G.	Cost Share Assistance Broken Down by Fund Source and Program

The data in this section is a more detailed breakdown of the information presented in Section F. Counts of clients receiving cost share assistance �xe "cost share assistance"�are broken down by the fund source and program identified in the original cost share application�xe "cost share applications"��xe “fund sources”�. Since a client can be associated with several businesses receiving cost share assistance (under different fund sources �xe "fund sources"�or programs), the totals in Section G may exceed the totals in Section F.

2.3.2	General Comments

Business Type

The Civil Rights Parity Report�xe “business type”� �xe “Civil Rights Parity Report”�presents all information by business type. Each business in FOCS has a business type designation that indicates whether a client’s business is primarily engaged in agricultural�xe “agricultural business”� or non-agricultural activities. �xe "non-agricultural business"�NIMS uses this designation for reporting purposes.

Clients

The Civil Rights Parity Report �xe “Civil Rights Parity Report”�reports all applicable clients associated with a business. If the client is not associated with a business, the client is not counted. Counts of clients not associated with businesses are reported in the Budget and Program Accountability Management Report.�xe “Budget and Program Accountability Management Report”�



Persons�xe "person client type"� directly associated with a business and identified as a manager, partner, owner, or producer are counted. Family members, employees, and other designations are not counted.

Persons associated indirectly with a business through a corporation, group, organization, tribe, or unit of government are also counted if they are designated as the contact, key individual or chairperson. If the designation is a member, the client is not counted. Persons associated indirectly with a business through a conservation district are counted if they are designated as a member or chairperson.



Many clients may be associated with a business. All qualifying clients are counted. Therefore, the figures presented are usually higher than the number of businesses serviced by an office.



A client is counted only once within a business type.�xe “business type”� For example, if a person is the key individual for a tribe associated with one agricultural business�xe “agricultural business”� and also a manager of a second agricultural business, the person is counted once. If a client is associated with both an agricultural business and a non-agricultural business�xe "non-agricultural business"�, the client is counted under each business type.�xe “business type”�



Cost Share Assistance

�xe "cost share assistance"�A client is counted as benefiting from cost share assistance if the contract �xe "contracts"�has at least one contract item and component identified. When a business benefits from cost share assistance, all applicable clients are given credit for the assistance.



Cumulative vs. Fiscal Year Figures

Sections B, C, and D are cumulative figures, since there are no dates associated with clients, businesses, or land. These cumulative report categories represent all data resident in the FOCS database at the time NIMS extracted the data. Sections E, F, and G are fiscal-year figures, since resource assistance�xe "resource assistance"� and cost share assistance �xe "cost share assistance"�are activities that have dates associated with them. 



Fund ID

NIMS extracts all combinations of the �xe "fund ID"�Fund ID for Resource Assistance �xe "resource assistance"�and Cost Share Assistance data. �xe "cost share assistance"� Fund ID comprises three parts: Fund Source, �xe "fund sources"� Program, and Project/Priority Area. Note the following terminology changes:



New Terminology��Previous Terminology��Fund ID (has 3 parts)��Fund Source (has 3 parts)��Fund Source��Program ID��Program��Activity ID��Project/Priority Area��Project ID��

The fund ID is only in the standard report in Section G. In addition, only the fund source�xe "fund sources"� and program portions are used. If you need to extract the Project/Priority Area portion of the Fund ID, or if information is needed by Fund ID for information in section E, you could use an ad hoc IQ query�xe “ad hoc query”�.



Ratio (x:A)

Sections B through G provide a ratio to compare the total, female, and male counts with the associated demographic information presented in Section A. For example, if total number of Hispanic clients for section A is 175, with 90 males and 85 females, and if the total number of Hispanic clients for Section B is 15 (10 males and 5 females), then the Hispanic column in Section B would show:

HEL Determinations�xe “HEL determinations”�

Practices Installed�xe “practices installed”�

Wetland Determinations�xe “wetland determinations”��xe "wetland certifications"� and Certifications

If multiple assistance types �xe "assistance types"�are found for a client within the date range being queried, the client is counted only once. When a business benefits from resource assistance�xe "resource assistance"�, all applicable clients are given credit for the assistance.



% Total Race vs. % Total Client

Two percentages, Total Race and Total Client, are provided for male and female comparisons within each section. For example, if total clients for a section (regardless of race or gender) is 100, with 60 males (10 are Hispanic) and 40 females (5 are Hispanic), then the two columns would show:

2.3.3	Specific Comments on Reported Data

This section will be of primary interest to FOCS support personnel within state offices who need more detailed information on the criteria for NIMS extraction of data. It describes the relationships and data that must exist in the FOCS database before NIMS will extract the data for national reporting. The paragraphs in the following subsections are numbered for ease of reference. Italicized text is cross-referenced in Section 5.2, which contains specific information on required database values and /or relationships that are implied in the text. The information in Section 5.2 will also assist support personnel who are familiar with dbaccess. See Section 5.1 for specific NIMS table information that supports the reports.



Section A: Total Eligible Clients

Data comes directly from the information entered by the user in the field office description demographic module.

Section B: Eligible Clients Attached to Businesses

Person client records are selected as follows:�xe "person client type"�

Client Type�xe "client type"��Business Association�Associated Persons��P�MAN, OWN, PAR, PRO�n/a��C, G, O, T, U�MAN, OWN, PAR, PRO�C, K, P��D�MAN, OWN, PAR, PRO�M, P��

See Tables 4 and 5 for specific examples of how clients are counted in this section.

Only clients associated with businesses are included.

Section C: Eligible Clients Attached to Businesses with Land

Person client records are first selected as in Section B. Then, if the business associated with the client has at least one land unit identified with land unit location data entered, the client records are counted in Section C.

See Tables 5 and 6 for specific examples of how clients are counted in this section.

Section D: Eligible Clients that are District Cooperators

Clients are selected as in Section C. If a cooperator date is entered, the clients are counted in Section D. �xe "Conservation District Cooperator"�

Section E: Eligible Clients Benefiting from Resource Assistance

Person clients �xe "person client type"�are selected as in Section B. If the client has an assistance note �xe "assistance notes"�or the business associated with the client received assistance �xe "resource assistance"�for the time period selected, the client is counted in Section E.

The following dates are used to determine eligibility for fiscal year-to-date reporting:

Assistance Note�xe "assistance notes"� — uses the assistance note date; all assistance note types are checked.

Cost Share �xe "cost share applications"�Application Received — uses the cost share application received date.

Cost Share Application Approved — uses the cost share application approved date.

Cost Share Application Canceled — uses the cost share application cancellation date.

Contract Signed — uses the contract signed date.�xe "contracts"�

Contract Completion — uses the contract completion date.

Contract Cancellation — uses the contract cancellation date.

Planned Conservation Systems�xe “planned conservation systems”� — uses the system completion date or the system date.�xe "completed systems"��xe "system completion date"�

HEL Determinations — �xe “HEL determinations”�uses the HEL determination date.

Wetland Determination�xe “wetland determinations”� — uses the wetland determination date.

Practices Installed�xe “practices installed”� — uses the practice applied date.

Contract Status Reviews�xe “contract status reviews”� — uses the contract review date.

Wetland Certification — uses the wetland certification date�xe "wetland certifications"�

Constraints�xe “constraints”� Identified — uses the constraint inventory date

Alternative and Benchmark Systems�xe “alternative systems”��xe “benchmark systems”� — uses the system date

Soil Inventory�xe "soil inventories"� — uses the soil inventory date

Compliance Status Review — uses the compliance status review date�xe "compliance status reviews"�

Determination Request �xe "determination requests"�— uses the determination request date



If multiple assistance types�xe "assistance types"� are found for a client within the date range selected, only ONE is counted in Section E, unless the client is involved in two different businesses where one business is agricultural �xe “agricultural business”�and the other is non-agricultural. �xe "non-agricultural business"� If both businesses received assistance, then the client receiving assistance is counted in Section E under Agricultural and also under non-Agricultural.



When a business benefits from Resource Assistance�xe "resource assistance"�, all applicable person clients �xe "person client type"�associated with the business are given credit for the assistance.

Section F: Eligible Clients Benefiting from Cost Share Assistance

Person clients �xe "person client type"�are selected as in Section C. If the business associated with the client had cost share assistance for the time period being selected, the client is counted in Section F. �xe "cost share assistance"�

The contract signed date is used to determine eligibility for fiscal year-to-date reporting�xe "contracts"�. At least one contract item must exist with at least one contract component. The component must have an item cost defined.

If the client is associated with two businesses that both received cost share assistance within the date range selected, the client is counted as receiving assistance only once in Section F, unless one business is agricultural�xe “agricultural business”� and the other is non-agricultural. �xe "non-agricultural business"� In that case, the client receiving cost share assistance is counted under each business type.�xe “business type”� �xe "cost share assistance"�

When a business benefits from cost share assistance, all applicable person clients �xe "person client type"�associated with the business are given credit for the assistance.

The contract cannot have a contract cancellation date.

Section G: Cost Share Assistance Broken Down by Fund Source and Program

�xe "fund sources"�All the rules for Section F apply. The individual totals of Section G may be higher than the totals in Section F because several instances of cost share assistance �xe "cost share assistance"�may be recorded for a business in the same reporting period but under different fund IDs. �xe "fund ID"� For example, if the same client has Business A and Business B with the following contracts: �xe "contracts"�

Business A�Business B��Contract 1, Fund A�Contract 3, Fund A and Fund D��Contract 2, Fund B�Contract 4, Fund C��

In Section F, one occurrence is counted for the client. In Section G, one occurrence is counted for Fund A, Fund B, Fund C, and Fund D. Note that only one occurrence is counted for Fund A.



The fund ID identified with the cost share application(s) is used for reporting purposes. �xe "fund ID"��xe "cost share applications"�
