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Background:  The ASCS Data Share Application which became inactive with the release of FOCD1 had an option to electronically transmit a file containing Food Security Act compliance information for all tracts in a FOCS database.  The format used Y, N, or blank flags to indicate whether the tract was HEL, had an approved plan (027), had the plan being actively applied (a027), and contained any wetlands.  





This information could also be provided manually for individual farms and tracts by using two forms: 


CPA-026 - HIGHLY ERODIBLE LAND AND WETLAND CONSERVATION DETERMINATIONS and 


CPA-027 - CERTIFICATION OF HIGHLY ERODIBLE LAND CONSERVATION PLAN(S) AND SYSTEM(S)


The ability to automatically generate the CPA-026E was included in the PASIS 1.5.0 Upgrade released November 1995.





Basic Requirement:  To provide Farm Bill Compliance information concerning HEL and Wetland Determinations to the Farm Services Agency (FSA) in an efficient manner using current information system configurations.





Proposed Approach:  Add functionality in FOCD4 to generate a report that is similar the former Data Share FSA Flag Data Listing as follows:


The report will be accessible under Program Evaluation business area.  


There will be an option to select counties for inclusion on the report from a multiple selection choice list.  


The report will be organized by FSA Administrative County with a page break for each administrative county selected.  See example format on next page 


The report will display HEL and Wetland information for all fields in the database that have a tract parent.  The display will be sorted by tract . 


The HEL portion of the record will display the HEL flag (hghly_erdbl_fg) value of Y, N, blank, or E.  Fields with multiple HEL Determinations will display Y for HEL if any part of field has HEL=Y or HEL=E.


The Wetland portion of the record will dynamically display the wetland labels (wet_tp) of all the wetland determinations recorded for the field.   If there are no wetland determinations the display will be blank.


The report will not display any information on whether the field is part of an approved planned conservation system or if such a system is applied.


Since the report can be very lengthy, an estimate of the number of pages will be provided and the desire to continue the print process will be confirmed.

Design Issues: The sponsor will provide further guidance on the official title of the report, the desired wording of the menu item to generate the report, and the format of any supporting user documentation.


Since Administrative County (tract_cty) and FSA Farm Number (farm_num) are currently not required entry data elements blank display fields and two separate sections for a FSA Administrative County i.e. one NULL and one with the code could result. Suggested Action: Include these as items in the FOCS Data Quality Queries and Reports being developed for FOCD4 and provide a script to assist local offices in populating missing values.
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
