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�Background

The FOCS Data Quality Queries and Reports started out as an “errors and omissions” approach with an emphasis on finding situations that prevent a client, business, system, etc. from being reported by NIMS. The emphasis is still on NIMS, but other queries have been added to assist the user in maintaining quality case-file data. With this expanded approach, the focus is now on checking the quality of data or preparing reports that assist the user in checking the quality of the data entered in the FOCS database.



The currently designed queries and reports span several FOCS applications. Because of this overlap, the queries and reports will be released as a separate installable application, with a four-character acronym of “daqr” (for Data Quality Queries and Reports).



The daqr410 application will be officially released with FOCD4. However, a daqr310 version will be developed and released in January or February 1998 via the ftp server for optional installation and use.

Practice Code: This field only displays if the user selects report D.7. Response can be selected from single choice list or value entered by user. There is no default value.

Office Name: The name of the local office that generated the report. This information is extracted from the Office Name entered in the Field Office Description screen.

Page: Page number of the report.

Mmm DD, YYYY: The date the report was generated (e.g., Nov 05, 1997)

Optional Report Time Frame: For queries that allow an optional date range to be specified, this line specifies the date range requested.



Reports will be selected from a multiple-choice list. If several reports are selected in one request, each report will stand alone within its page numbering. In other words, each new report will start with page 1.

Several reports have the potential to be very long. In the User’s Guide to be developed for this application, users will be advised to direct the report(s) to a file for viewing before printing. To help the user review the results, a limit output variable will be developed for optional use that will limit the output of all requested reports to 100 items (rows) of information being reported. For example, Report A.5 would list the first 100 client names, and Report A.9 would list the first 100 clients with incomplete address information. This limit output option will allow the user to view a sample of the generated output before generating the complete report. When the limit output option is selected (response of “Y”), the following message is displayed at the end of each generated report: (OUTPUT LIMITED PER USER REQUEST). Note that this limit message will be displayed even if the 100-item maximum is not reached.

Most queries/reports are designed to be executed at a field office where FOCS case-file data exists. Query F.1, however, can be executed at any office level that has NIMS data. Because of this use at other office levels, the developed code needs to be robust so it can handle queries against empty tables or tables that do not exist.

If a query/report results in no data to report, the standard heading, report title, optional report time frame (if requested), and column headings for that report will always be displayed with a line below them stating: (NO DATA TO REPORT).

All queries that extract business name and ID will sort by business name for readability. Business ID will not be used as a primary sort, since it is assigned differently in different states.

All land unit numbers will be left-justified on all applicable reports, to be consistent with how Resource Inventory displays land unit numbers.

The different levels of land units (4, 3, 2, and 1) have different meanings depending on the land unit family selected. Since the land unit family is not stored with the land unit, the generic names will be used in the column headings of most reports, specifically:� 	Level 4 Number (instead of Farm Number or other appropriate label)� 	Level 3 Number (instead of Tract Number or other appropriate label)� 	etc.�In reports, that deal with data that is usually associated with land units in compliance land unit families, columns labeled as Tract Number or Field Number may be used.
