WEQ TEMPLATES REQUIREMENTS SPECIFICATION





Using the FOCS Main Menu Action Bar, select the displayed options to activate the template capabilities:

When the Conservation Management System Template option has been selected, the following screen is displayed:

The cursor is located in the System Template Label data field.  Either type in the system label identifier and system name or press F2 to display the System Label choice list (example displayed below):

Press ENTER to accept the choice/entry and move the cursor to the Planning Phase data field.  





Press F2 for the choice list and select either “BENCHMARK” or “NON-BENCHMARK” from the choices.  Press ENTER to accept selection and move the cursor to the Planning Level data field.  





Either type in the planning level or press F2 for the choice list and select from the choices (example displayed below):

Press ENTER to accept the selection and move the cursor to the NRCS Land Use data field.  Either type in the four letter code for the land use or press F2 to display the choice list:

Press ENTER to accept the selection and move the cursor to the Developed By data field.  Either type in the person’s initials or press F2 and select from the displayed choice list.  





Press ENTER to accept the selection and move the cursor to the Date Developed data field and type in the date (mm/dd/yyyy).





Press ENTER to accept the date entry and move the cursor to the screen’s Practices region.  Press F2 to display the associated choice list (example displayed below):

Move the cursor with the arrow keys, use the SPACEBAR to select/unselect the choice(s) (multiple selections are acceptable).  Press F5 to accept selection(s).





Press either ENTER or Tab to move the cursor to the System Narrative Template region of the screen.  This region is a “free-text” field where the user may enter pertinent comments (example displayed below):

Press Shift+F9 to display the Effects screen.  (The Shift+F9 option will not be present on the screen if the cursor is in the System Narrative Template portion of the screen, but it is still active.)





The cursor is positioned in the screen’s Numeric Effects region.  Press Shift+F3 to display the choice list associated with the Resource Concern data field (see example below):

Use the arrow keys to move the cursor and press the Spacebar to select/unselect the selection(s) (multiple selections are acceptable).  Press F5 to accept the selection(s).





The cursor is positioned in the Effect Value data field (the measurement value is entered based on the Resource Concern(s) selected).  (example is displayed below):

Type in the pertinent Effect Value for WEQ MPM Resource Concern.  Press Shft+F9=WEQ/CRD to save the screen data and display the WEQ template screen.





To generate a report based on the template entries, press F10 to activate the screen’s action bar (example is displayed below):

Move the cursor to the Reports option and select Management System Templates.  The Management System Templates Selection screen is displayed with the user’s previously entered data (example is displayed below):

Use the arrow keys to move the cursor and press the Spacebar to individually select/unselect from the displayed entries (multiple selections are acceptable).  The user also has the options to either use the F7 key to select all of the displayed entries or the F8 key to unselect all of the displayed entries. Press F5 to accept the selection(s) and generate the report.

In order to expand the template concept initiated above, the following changes to the “EVALUATE WIND EROSION BY MANAGEMENT PERIOD METHOD” screen are proposed in order provide the field offices with templates needed to develop scenarios for local land units (the screen/template will be activated by pressing Shift+F9 when in the Management System Templates screen’s Numeric Effects region):

Selection of a soil upon which the evaluation will be based will be allowed, but will no longer be tied to selection of a Tract/Field combination.  Soil selection will be accomplished via an F2 keypress while the cursor is in the Soil (ssaid) field.  Pressing F2 will activate a choice list which consists of all Soil Survey Area ID number/two-letter state code combinations found in the database’s mapunit table.  Selection of the desired combination will then activate the Soil (ssaid) field’s F9 keypress functionality.  Pressing F9 will pop up the I factor form (as has previously been the case in WEQ), which allows selection of the desired Map Unit Symbol/Component combination.  The “acres” column will no longer be present on the I factor form, when running WEQ in template mode.  





In addition, when the template is saved upon completion, the selected soil and all I factor values will not be saved to the database.

The WEQ/MPM Template will appear as displayed below (note that the title displayed at the top of the form will be  “WIND EROSION BY MANAGEMENT PERIOD METHOD - TEMPLATE”):

The user will be allowed, but not required, to enter the EWE Location (State and City), and the C, I, K, L and V Factor values.





Function key F7 will be used to activate the “Crop Rotation Detail - Template” screen in order to complete the Operation and Crop information required for the template.  Note that the title displayed at the top of the form will now have the word “Template” appended to it (see explanation/example below):

The user will use the screen to enter the Crop(s), Crop Variant(s), and Operations/Events for each Rotation.  When the user presses F5 to save the data and exit the screen, this data will be transferred to the “WIND EROSION BY MANAGEMENT PERIOD METHOD - TEMPLATE” screen in order to complete the template for the specified system.  Note that the user will be allowed to save only one Crop Variant upon completion of a CRD template, which will be matched with every SSAID/Map Unit Symbol combination in the CRD template.  This is due to the fact that no soil will be saved upon completing a WEQ template, which, when the WEQ/CRD template is later incorporated into an actual evaluation, will likely result in an inability to match the soil selected in WEQ to the SSAID/Map Unit Symbol combinations previously saved in the CRD template.





After the user has completed creating a WEQ template, pressing F5 will save the template’s data, with the exception of soil-specific data, which includes Soil and all I factor values, and any calculated values, including  EWE %, Period Erosion and Rotational Average Annual Erosion. The Rotational Average Annual Erosion Posted as an Effect will be saved to the database.
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
