Revised Universal Soil Loss Equation (RUSLE)





Data needs for RUSLE:





FOCS RUSLE will operate without C Factor, Soils, or Climate data.  


If the user presses F9 to access the C Factor lookup tables and there is no information in the database, the following message is displayed:





There is no C Factor data in database for the selected type of C 


Factor calculation.  Please enter a C Factor directly, or select 


another calculation type.





However, since RUSLE does use Cover and Management (C Factor), Soils (K Factor) and Climate (R Factor) data, inputs for these values can be manually entered in the appropriate fields on the main form - if they are not available in the database. The following are references to obtain and install data:





Climate data





Climate data for the FOCS Climate database can be obtained through the NRCS State Climate Data Liaison (see Release Note 93, FOCS Climate 3.1.0).





C (Cover and Management) Factor data





C Factor data is made available through the FOCS Plants 3.1.0 database (see Release Note 86, FOCS Plants 3.1.0 ).





Soils data





Soils data is made available through the  FOCS Soils 3.1.0 database (see Release Note 68,  FOCS Soils 3.1.0 ).

RUSLE Configuration:

B. Unattended Installation





When using the unattended (non-interactive) RUSLE installation, the assumption is made that the database tables will be preserved (remain as is):





Prompt:	Do you want to replace existing tables related to RUSLE?


If yes, then existing user-entered data will be lost.


If no, tables will not be replaced.  (Y/N)?


Response:	N





Prompt:	This package includes the following applications:

Prompt:	Please press Enter to enter default RUSLE climate location.

C.  Installing RUSLE from CD-ROM





RUSLE 3.1.0 will be installed automatically as part of the unattended mode FOCD3 installation process.  The instructions for this procedure are contained on the FOCD3 CD-ROM inlay card.





However, you may chose to install RUSLE 3.1.0 as a separate package from the CD-ROM after first installing Foundation 3.1.0 and PASIS Required 3.1.0 in the attended mode.


Log in as root (If CD is not mounted)


At the UNIX prompt, type:


mount -rF cdfs /dev/cdrom/cdrom1 /cdrom


cd /cdrom


Log in as focs


From the FOCS Utility menu, select System and Security Administration, then select Install/Verify/Remove FOCS Packages


Either select Install Package from the action bar Options pull-down menu, or press F8 to begin the installation process.


On the Install Package screen, display the choice list for Media Type by pressing F2.  Select File from the choice list.


Enter name of Directory:


/cdrom/foundatn


Enter rusl310.pkg or select from the choice list.


Press ENTER.








E.  Installing RUSLE from Electronic Files





You may receive the FOCS Release 3.1, RUSLE version 3.1.0 package via modem in the form of an electronic file, rusl310.pkg.  To install the package directly from the file, follow these instructions.


 


Log in as focs


From the FOCS Utility menu, select System and Security Administration, then select Install/Verify/Remove FOCS Packages


Either select Install Package from the action bar Options pull-down menu, or press F8 to begin the installation process.


On the Install Package screen, display the choice list for Media Type by pressing F2.  Select File from the choice list.


Enter name of Directory where the package file is located.


The Directory should be on the local file system, not on a mounted file


system.  Enter rusl310.pkg or select from the choice list.


Press ENTER.
