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These Release Notes will be of interest to FOCS administrators, users, and software managers. These notes describe the installation of Climate  menu option and the import of Climate data to be used with FOCS RUSLE.
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Section I: Administrative Summary





The release of  FOCS 3.1.0  will be the first time FOCS Climate has had national distribution.  FOCS Climate had limited distribution in the initial 1993 FOCS release.  FOCS Climate 3.10 does the following:





Creates three Climate Tables for use with RUSLE: These tables are

Installs a menu item in the “FOCS Data  Import/Export…” menu for import of Climate Data to be used with RUSLE: The menu item “Import Climate Data” is located in the pulldown menu called from the “FOCS Data Import/Export…” menu item that is listed on the Main Menu “Utility” pulldown.  


Implications for Policy and Implementation:

Allows for import of climate data from 3.5” diskette or from files downloaded using a ftp server:  Climate data for the climate stations specific to a field office are  prepared by the State Climate Data Liaison (CDL).  The data are placed on a diskette or electronically transferred to the field office  FOCS computer.

Climate Data


The Import Climate Data menu item will normally be used just one time in order to populate the climate station data.  The climate data is usually updated every five years.  The climate data import can be run more than once.  However, the data import is designed drop the three climate tables, recreate the three climate tables and replace all data in all three climate tables.





Section III:	Installation and Technical Information





Prerequisites


Your state climate data liaison (CDL) has worked with the Water and Climate Center (WCC) in Portland, Oregon to develop the specific climate data to populate the climate tables for the area covered by the field office.  Please contact the state CDL to see if climate data are to be provided via ftp or via diskette.





Installation from the FOCD


Installing Climate data is a three step process: (1) The Climate package must be first installed during the installation of the FOCS 3.1.0 CD, (2) the state CDL must provide climate data on diskette or ftp the three climate files to the FOCS computer, and (3) the data must be imported from diskette or file by running the “Import Climate Data” menu item.  It is not necessary to do the second or third steps at the time of the FOCS CD3 installation, but those steps should be done prior to running the RUSLE program.





Step 1:  FOCS Climate is a mandatory package and will be installed as part of the non-discretionary install of FOCS.  It can be installed in the attended or the unattended mode. FOCS climate can also be installed as a stand alone package from the CD in a similar fashion as other FOCS packages are installed. The official four letters used in the climate package are “clmt”


  Note: During the unattended install the following defaults answers are given to the questions that are prompted for during the attended install:


  1)  Any existing Climate tables will be deleted and then recreated.


       Do you wish to continue installation?  y/n    Default answer is “y.”


  2)  Previously-installed climate tables were found.


       If you continue the installation, they will be deleted.


       Do you wish to continue installation?  y/n    Default answer is “y.”





Step 2:  Contact the state CDL for either a diskette with climate data or to ftp the three climate files to the field office FOCS computer.


Step 3:  To install the climate data:


Select the “FOCS Data Import/Export…” menu option that is located under the “Utility” option of the FOCS main Menu.
