Review and Compare Estimated Costs of Practices





To review and compare estimated costs and practices, from either Practice Schedule screen, press F10 and select Practice Schedules-Costs from the Options menu.





Data displayed on the Cost Estimate screen (Figure 9a) is read-only and cannot be edited. 
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Figure 9a. Cost Estimate Screen





To edit this information, display the Cost Factors screen (Figure 9b) by pressing Shft+F5. When you edit data on the Cost Factors screen, the corresponding totals on the Cost Estimate screen are automatically recalculated.





An asterisk (*) immediately following the Total Install Cost on the Cost Estimate screen or the Cost/Unit on the Cost Factors screen for a practice indicates the practice has already been applied.





If the Total Install Cost, Annual O&M, or Total Annual Cost for any practice on the Cost Estimate screen is filled with asterisks, the calculated value for the column is too large to be displayed.





To shift between the two screens, press Shft+F5.





The Cost Estimate and the Cost Factors screens have the following functions in common:





Sort Practices


From the action bar (F10) Options menu, select Sort. Enter numbers to designate the sort order, then perform the sort and return to the Cost screen by pressing F5.

Display the Practice Narrative Window


Display the Practice Narrative Window by pressing Shft+F4.





Display Plan Revision or Assistance Notes  Screens


To display the Plan Revision screen press Shft+F7. To access Assistance Notes, press F10 and select Assistance Notes from the Options menu.





Edit Cost Factors


On the Cost Factors screen (Figure 9b), enter or edit data for cost per unit, expected life, operation and maintenance and cost share. You can enter either % or $ for the O&M indicator.

If you edit a cost factor for a practice version that is scheduled on multiple rows, a prompt asks if you want to copy this entry to all rows with the same practice version. If you select Y(es), the factor is changed on all rows with the same practice version.





To copy data from the data field above the cursor, press F9.





To cancel data not already saved and return to the Cost Estimate screen, press Esc Esc.


To save data and return to the Cost Estimate screen, press F5.

Produce the System Cost Estimates Report





From any Conservation Plans screen, display the System Cost Estimates screen (Figure 9c) by pressing F10 and highlighting Reports on the action bar. Select System Cost Estimates.

From the choice list (F2), select a system for which you want the report. Select information to be included on the report by typing Y for Yes, or N for No at each option. If you entered Y for Cost Share, and if you have a laser printer that has been configured as an hplaserIV, you can choose to print in Landscape (horizontal page) format.





To display the Report Sort Sequence window, press F10 and select Sort from the Options menu. Enter preferences, then save and return to the Report screen by pressing F5.





To cancel selections and exit the screen, press Esc Esc.


To save selections and produce the report, press F5.
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
