If you can not remember the name of the item, you may be able to search for associated words using the FIND function on the Edit menu Word 6.0 or Search in UNIX Word5. Use the letters and numbers in parentheses to locate the application on the charts and see which path to take.





Accessibility Profiles (A3.2.3)


Define an accessibility period; define grazing period and reason.





Animal Attributes Profiles (B2.3.2)


Enter or edit animal class/category, breedtype information, and animal kind diet preferences.





Assistance Notes (A2)


Enter and edit the following types of assistance notes:

Client/Business Information (A1)


Enter, edit, and delete data about clients and businesses, or select a client and/or business to use in other FOCS applications.

Client Correspondence (A7)


Select land units information from the FOCS database and use in correspondence with an individual client.





Client Soil Reports (A4.1)


Produces soil reports for the map units found on the client's land.





Codes and Values (U5.1)


Enter, edit, and delete code values and meanings for domains in the FOCS system. FOCS manager permission required.





Combine Improvement Practices (A3.2.7)


Identify the improvement practices curve that will be combined for selected management units.





Communications Log (U4.5.1)


Track NIMS mail sent and received by your system.





Conservation Management System Templates (B3.1)


Create or edit system templates that can later be tailored for an individual business in the Conservation Planning application.





Conservation Planning (A5)


Enter planning information, produce a Conservation Plan, record applied treatments and effects, and produce reports.





Contract Applications (A6.1) 


Enter or edit Contract Applications and produce a Contract Application Report.





Contract Modifications (A6.3)


Modify a Contract and produce reports.





Contract Status Review (A6.4)


Document a Contract Status Review and produce a Contract Application Report and Contract Status Review Report.





Cost Lists (B1.1)


View records in the Cost List table, and add, edit, or delete cost lists.





Create and Send NIMS System Tables (E4.1.3)


Create and send NIMS system tables for a chosen fiscal quarter.

Create Documents - Public Information (C1)


Use a template to create a document for a specific audience, produce mailing labels for an audience, view a distribution list and a list of incomplete client addresses.





Create NIMS System Tables Only (E4.1.1)


Create NIMS system tables but do not send.





Create Quality Review NCC Export File (SOs only) (E2.2.1)


Copy all quality review data received either electronically or manually into an export file (State Office use).





Create Status Review NCC Export File (SOs only) (E1.2.2)


Copy all status review data received either electronically or manually into an export file (State Office use).





Cropland (B2.2.2.7)


Identify cropland site and production by fertility level; adjust site yields and fertility ratio.





Crop Residue Management Survey (E3)


Enter, edit, and use data in the FOCS database about acreages of various tillage methods by defined crop categories.





Diskette(s)/Tape Transfer (U4.5.2)


Select media type for NIMS file transfer.





Document Distributions - Public Information (C4)


Track the distribution of public information and produce a distribution report. A historical list of clients associated with the distribution is saved in the database.





Edit Quality Review Data (E2.2.4)


Complete quality reviews (reporting offices).





Edit Quality Review Tract List (E2.1.2)


Make changes to the Quality Review NCC Tract List.





Edit Status Review NCC Tract List (E1.1.2)


Make changes to the Status Review NCC Tract List.





Edit/View Status Review Data (E1.2.3)


View and complete status reviews (reporting offices).

E-mail Send Test (U4.5.3)


Test NIMS e-mail transfer.





Extract Quality Review Data (E2.2.2)


Extract data for the quality review from FOCS (optional).





Extract Status Review FOCS Data (reporting offices only) (E1.2.1)


Extract data for the status review from FOCS (optional).





Farmstead Assessment (A4.3)


Assist clients in learning how their current farmstead management practices and structures impact the quality of their ground water and drinking water.





Feed Management (A3.2.4)


Identify currently stored feeds.





Feedstuff Profiles (B2.3.1)


Identify feedstuff and record nutrition data.





Field Office Description (D2)


Enter or edit information about your field office.





Field Office Staff (D3)


Enter or edit information about the FOCS users at your field office.





FOIMS Custom Reports (D1)


Monitor progress in your field office by retrieving data from stored case files and producing custom reports.





FOCS Plant Database (B2.2.1)


Manage and supply plant information as a foundation for species vegetation and ecosystem management and conservation planning, including information about wetland plants, about threatened and endangered species, and about noxious weeds.





Funding Sources (U5.2)


View records in the funding source table; modify, add, and delete records.





Grazing Lands Backup and Restore (U7.3)


Back up and restore GLA databases; select restore options.





Grazing Lands Economic Analysis (A4.4)


Enter data to estimate returns on investments for range improvement and/or grazing management practices.

Grazing Lands Management Evaluation System (A4.5)


Evaluate a client’s chance for success in implementing a specified practice, based on the results of the on-line questionnaire.





Grazing Lands Multi-Species Stocking Calculator (A4.6)


Describe a multi-species animal stocking situation; set livestock ratio and wildlife population.





Grazing Lands Nutritional Balance Analyzer (A4.7)


Analyze nutritional balance, select or edit feedstuff, set limits and/or number of head, mediate if necessary.





Grazing Scheduler (A3.2.6)


Name, describe, and schedule a grazing system.





Hayland (B2.2.2.6)


Describe characteristics of a hayland site; adjust site yields and fertility ratio.





Herd Definitions (A3.2.5)


Identify an animal herd.





Hydrograph & Peak Discharge (B6.2.1)


Using this Engineering Toolkit module you can enter hydrograph and peak discharge data for hydrological calculations, subarea curve number detail data, and time of concentration data.





Import/Export GLA Data


Import or export data for the GLA database.





Import Plants Data (U4.2)


Import data for the Plants database.





Import Quality Review NCC Tract List File (SOs only) (E2.1.1)


Receive the Quality Review Tract List from NCC (State Office use).





Import Soils Data (U4.3)


Import data for the soils database.





Import Status Review NCC Tract List (SOs only) (E1.1.1)


Load the Status Review Tract List from NCC (State Office use).





Improvement Practices (B2.2.2.10)


Enter or edit data about an improvement practice curve.





Install/Verify/Remove FOCS Packages (U7.2)


For FOCS manager use only.





Inventory Forage (A3.2.2)


Describe the management unit and its land area, attach a growth curve and response curve, calculate harvest/stocking rate, if hay, pasture, or cropland, adjust site yield.





Land Unit Families (U5.3)


Add and edit land unit family labels, levels, and FSA flags. Delete a land unit family that is not used in your system.





Location Defaults (U5.4)


View records in the location defaults table; add, modify, or delete records.





Local Office Information (U4.5.6)


Enter or edit local office data used by Status Review and Quality Review.





Manage Affiliates - Public Information (C3)


Enter or delete information about individuals or businesses such as contractors, newspapers, radio, television, educators, and others who are not NRCS clients. Review existing clients for particular affiliation types and generate reports of existing member for an affiliation type.





Manage Application Access (U7.1)


For FOCS manager use only. Restrict user access to menus and applications; change access rights by user.





Manage Audiences - Public Information (C2)


Create, modify, delete, and display audiences defined by selected criteria. Merge files to create a new audience.





Manage GoTo Menu (U1)


Customize your GoTo menu with FOCS or non-FOCS applications that you use frequently and that you are authorized to use.





Manage Print Options (U3)


Select, save, and retrieve options for viewing and printing reports.





Manage User Defaults (U2)


Enter or edit default sets of information for location name, land unit name, and funding source.





Managing Office Information (U4.4.7)


Enter or edit managing office data used by Status Review or Quality Review.





Manual Receive Test (U4.5.5


Test the e-mail receive function for NIMS.

Manual Send Test (U4.5.4)


Test the e-mail send function for NIMS.





New Contracts/Contract Descriptions (A6.2)


Enter or edit new contracts and review or edit existing contracts. Produce the following reports: LTP-11,  Estimated Cost Share Report, Contract Application Report, Status Review Report.

Complete the following NIMS reports:

NIMS Tables Status Report (E4.1.4)


Checks which offices have not sent tables (Managing office use).





Non Client Soil Reports (B2.1.2)


Produce reports for all soils in one or more Soil Survey Areas or for a customized mapunit list. Generate reports similar to the Standard Tables (in the National Soil Survey Handbook), Field Office Technical Guide and specific reports, such as Hydric Soils, Nontechnical Descriptions, and Soil Map Legend.





Non Technical Descriptions (B2.1.1)


Add or edit non technical descriptions used for soils.





Nutrient Attribute Editor (U6.3)


Enter or edit attributes or edit evaluation criteria for the default set of attributes distributed with the Nutrient Screening Tool.





Nutrient Screening Tool (A4.8)


Identify and rate potential water quality problems on specified land units.





Open Channel Hydraulics (B6.2.2)


Enter data for open channel hydraulics using this Engineering Toolkit module.





Pastureland - (B2.2.2.8)


Identify a pastureland site; adjust site yields and fertility ratio.





Pesticide Screening Tool (A4.9)


Screen soil and pesticide combinations for potential pesticide loss and display results in a simple "pass or evaluate further" format.

Plan Messages (U.5.5)


View and modify messages that can be selected in Conservation Planning to appear on a Plan cover page.





Plan Start Date (A3.2.1)


Define the case name and GLA plan start date for the selected business/client.





Plant Growth Curves (B2.2.2.3)

Plant Species/Preferences (B2.2.2.1)


List and describe plant species and assign diet preferences.
