What Is IQ?





IQ provides access to specified information from tables in the FOCS database. This initial release of IQ allows you to request data about clients, businesses, land units, conservation planning, conservation contracts and walk-in contacts in categories summarized on page 3.





This application contains procedures developed to select specific PASIS information that may be useful in various aspects of field office operation.





The following instructions guide you through making selections from menus and producing a report. For additional information on using IQ, contact your State FOCS Coordinator.





INSTALLATION of paiq221.pac





The installation will provide an updated data dictionary and procedures, and shell scripts. IQ should already be installed (FOCD1).





Follow standard ftpserver download instructions to copy the file  /centers/itc/sysutils/paiq221.pac to a local directory (e.g. /usr/focs).





Log in as root


At the UNIX prompt, type:





pkgadd �d<directory>paiq221.pac paiq221





For example, if the files is in /usr/focs type:





pkgadd �d /usr/focs/paiq221.pac paiq221





Where multiple databases exist the DB path should be set to the directory containing the appropriate database.

accessing IQ





Two options are available for installation of IQ. One is a menu driven option and the other is a standard IQ option. Either may be accessed from the GoTo menu in FOCS or from the UNIX command line. The standard option provides an opportunity for reviewing existing procedures, viewing various IQ screens, and access to other options in IQ. The menu version of IQ allows for access mainly to the procedures. The risk of creating coredumps is higher in the standard option. If guidelines are followed for entering and exiting categories this will be minimized, but not eliminated.





To enter IQ on the GoTo menu:


	From the FOCS Main Menu, highlight Utility


	Select Manage GoTo Menu





For Program, enter pasis_rpt.sh


For Application Menu Description, enter PASIS IQ Reports Menu


For Selection Character, enter 2.





You can run IQ outside of FOCS or from the FOCS GoTo menu.





To run IQ within FOCS:


	From the FOCS Main Menu, highlight GoTo and select PASIS IQ Reports Menu.





To run IQ outside of FOCS: 


	On a command line, type pasis_rpt.sh





The shell script, pasis_rpt.sh, will set IQDD, IQEDITOR, IQOUTPUT, and IQCAP and include /usr/iq3 in your PATH.





WORKING WITH IQ





CAUTION: IQ is a commercial, off the shelf software package, and when used against a complex database like FOCS requires that you use caution. Otherwise coredumps may occur, especially when using the IQ standard version installation option. 





Three versions of coredumps have been documented, Segmentation Fault (coredump), a screen with “hieroglyphics”, and a situation where it appears the procedure is working except that IQ returns to the utilities screen without any report. The FOCS data will not be damaged or changed in any case.

Plan or Plans


Used in this application as an alias for system or systems in FOCS terminology.





Category


A group of tables related to the primary subject indicated by the category name.





Procedure


A query; a request for specified information.





File


A list of data equivalent to a table.





Using the Menu to produce reports





From the menu, enter the number of the category desired. Enter.





Note: The categories of Land Unit Information (number 3) and Planning Information (number 4) contain the following subcategorizes: Field Office Management/Conservation District Information, Farm Program Information (not in Planning Information) and Case File Management. Select one before choosing a procedure.

Selecting a Procedure





Select the number of the procedure for the desired report and press Enter.


Print Options allow for the output to be sent to the printer or to the screen


The default is the screen for procedures in this application.

Business Information





Business Decisionmakers - Names of individuals identified as decisionmaker with business name, business ID, and tract number. Ascending order by business name, business ID, and land unit.


Business by Enterprise - Business name and business ID with enterprise type. Includes both numeric identifier and text description. Ascending order of enterprise type, business name, and business id.


Business by Specific Enterprise - Business, business ID, and client for specified enterprise type. Ascending order by business name, business ID, client.


Business with Level 4 - Business name and business ID with level 4 number in ascending order by business name and land unit.





Client Information





Assistance Notes by Staff - Provides assistance notes entered by staff members. Ability to select by date range. Ascending order by staff, business name, business ID, client, and note type. NOTE, The format of this report is different due to the way IQ handles the variable text that is used to enter notes in FOCS. If the note is long, it may be saved as two or more records. When you print a report, the application shows a break wherever a record ends. Therefore, you may see a blank space at the break, and the break may even occur in the middle of a word.


Client by Client Type - Client name with client type. Ascending order of client type and client name.


Female Owners/Operators - Female owners and operators in a county with land unit ID and level. Ascending order by client name and land unit.


Owners/Operators - Client name, land unit number, land unit level, and association to land unit. Ascending order by client name and land unit.





Land Unit Information





Field Office Management/Conservation District Information


Client Association in County - Client name, association, county ID, and tract number. Ascending order by county, association, client, and land unit.


Level 4 by County - County ID number and level 4 number. Ascending order by county ID number and level 4.


Tracts by all Hydrologic Units - Provides tract number, tract acres, business ID and associated hydrologic units. Ascending by hydrologic unit number, tract number, client association, and client.


Tracts by County/Client Association - Provides tract number, county, client association and client. Ascending order by county, land unit and client association.


Tracts by Hydrologic Unit/Client Association - Provides client name, tract number, client association, and hydrologic unit association. Ascending order by hydrologic unit, tract number, client association, and client name.


Tracts by Hydrologic Unit/Client (Labels) - Provides client mailing address for level 3 land units. Should be used in conjunction with previous report in order to identify hydrologic unit, client association or tract number. The default is set to print three columns across, five lines per label on a laserjet printer.  If you are using a different label format or printer configuration, edit the IQ procedure, accordingly. For instructions, see the Intelligent Query User's Guide.


Tracts with Constraints - Provides business name, business ID, identified constraint, level 3 and 2 land units, and date of documentation of constraint. Ascending order based on level 3 and level 2 land units, constraints type, and date.


Unique Parcels by County - Provides county, total parcels, total acres. Ascending order by county and parcel id.





Farm Program Information


Tracts by Wetland Type - Provides wetland type, tract number, business ID, tract and field number. Ascending order by wetland type, business name, business ID, tract number, and field number.


Completed Wetland Certifications - Provides business ID, name, and both wetland determination and certification dates, and whom they were completed by. Ascending order by business ID, wetland determination date, wetland certification date.


HEL Determinations - Provides land unit level 2 and 3, business ID, business name, HEL Y/N, and determination date. Ascending order by county, level 3 land unit, and level 2 land unit.





Case File Information


Level 4 Missing Location Data - Provides business ID, business name and level 4 land unit numbers. Search for level 4 land unit where land unit location is null. Ascending business name, business ID, and land unit number.


Tracts Missing Hydrologic Unit Data - Provides tract numbers and business id’s, and business name where hydrologic unit location is null. Ascending business name, business ID, and land unit.


Tracts Missing Location Data - Provides tract numbers and business ID and name, where land unit location is null. Ascending business name, business ID,  and land unit.


Tracts by Specific Hydrologic Unit - Provides tract number, tract acres, business ID for a specified hydrologic unit. Ascending by business type, business name, business ID, and land unit.

Parcels with Applied Practices - Provides parcel ID, practice code, practice name, and applied date. Ascending order by parcel ID, practice code, and applied date.

Spot Check Practice - Provides tract, field, business ID and business name, applied amount, applied date, certified by, within a date range. Ascending order by tract, field.





Contract Information





Contracted Practices Applied - Provides business ID, business name, plan label, plan name, practice code and applied date. Ascending order of business ID, plan name, practice code, applied date.


Contracted Practices Planned - Provides business ID and business name, plan label, plan name, practice code, scheduled month and year. Ascending order of business ID, plan name, practice code, scheduled month and year.





Walk-in Information





Walk-in text - Provides walk-in name, date and note written within a selected date range. Ascending order of walk-in name.

The FOCS data will not be damaged or changed in any case.





If the standard option is used for installation consider the following:  


Once a category has been selected and the user decides to change to a different category, they must exit to the UNIX prompt and then re-enter IQ and select a new category.


If developing a new procedure or modifying and existing procedure, save the procedure before executing.


If developing new procedures, additional information about the data elements can be found in Utilities, Review, Field information.

IQ screens display a series of lists that allow you to query data. 


Use arrow keys to move through the lists. When you see < more and/or more> at the bottom of a list, use the left or right arrow key to display additional items.





To make a selection, highlight the item and press ENTER or press the “hot key” designated in the instructions.





To back up one screen, press Esc.





For Help on any screen, press F1.

complete a procedure


Select a Category


From the IQ entry screen, press any key to display the list of database categories. Categories preceded by a number represent a primary subject. Primary subjects have been developed to draw data from two or more data tables.





NOTE: This national release is developed only for the primary subjects. Procedures may be developed locally for other categories listed in this release.





To select a category, press the number of the category or highlight the item and press ENTER.





Select a Function


After you have selected a category, the Functions list is displayed. Next, you must select either stored Procedure options or Utilities.





Select the stored Procedures option by highlighting and pressing ENTER, or press P.





On the next screen, select eXecute stored procedure, or press X.





Select a Procedure


The next screen displays a list of procedures that are available for the selected category. Highlight a procedure and press ENTER.





Select an Output Destination


From the next list, select an output destination. When you press ENTER, the report is produced. If you select Display, and the report requires multiple pages, press arrow keys or ENTER to page down through the report.





The default destination is Display in this release.





Clear the Current Procedure


From the screen containing IQ functions, select Utilities (press U). From the utilities list select Clear procedure (press C). You may now use IQ to select a new procedure.





IMPORTANT: After you run a procedure, you must clear it before you can run another procedure within the same category.  If a different procedure in a different category is desired, it is recommended to exit back to the UNIX prompt and then repeat the process for the new category.

Business with Plan Level - Provides business ID, business name, plan level, plan name, and plan label.  Ascending by business ID, plan level, and plan name.


Non RMS Plans - Provides Business ID and business name, system level, and system name.  Ascending by business ID, and plan level and name.


Parcels with Applied Practices - Provides parcel ID, practice code, practice name, and applied date.  Ascending order by parcel ID, practice code, and applied date.


Planned acres by Hydrologic Unit - Provides hydrologic unit number and total number of acres within a planned system for that HU.  Ascending order by HU number.


RMS Planned Systems - Provides business ID and name, plan level, plan name.  Ascending order by business ID, plan level, and plan name.


Spot Check Practice - Provides tract, field, business id. and business name, applied amount, applied date, certified by, within a date range.  Ascending order by tract, field.


Total Parcel Acres - Provides tax parcel ID number with total number of acres planned.  Ascending by parcel id.


Tracts with Plan Level - Provides county, tract, acres, plan level, plan name, business ID and business name.  Ascending order by tract and plan level.


Unique Parcels by Land Use - Provides parcel ID by land use.  Ascending order by land use and parcel id.


Unique Parcel by System Level - Provides parcel ID by system level.  Ascending order by plan level and parcel ID.


Unique Parcels with Plans - Lists parcels having planned systems. Ascending order by parcel ID.





Contract Information


Contracted Practices Applied - Provides business ID, business name, plan label, plan name, practices code, and applied date. Ascending order by business ID, plan name, practice code, and applied date.


Contracted Practices Planned - Provides business ID and name, plan label, plan name, practice code, scheduled month and year.  Ascending order by business ID, plan name, practice code, scheduled month and year.





Walk-in Information


Walk-in Text - Provides walk-in name, date and note written within a selected date range.  Ascending order by walk-in name.
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
