TWO Options for 1997 CCSR/QR Processing


=======================================





1.  A new release of CCSR/QR is under development and will be available on FOCD3 and also available from the ftp server in April.  Option 1 is to wait for this new release. 





************





2.  A second option (and probably better option for a number of States needing to distribute the tract lists as soon as possible) is to use the 1996 CCSR/QR software as a temporary work-around until the 1997 versions are available.





    Using the second option has two major limitations:





--  All tracts to be processed must have only one HEL determination on each field.  Multiple HEL determinations for a field can only be processed with the software to be released in April and on FOCD3. 





--  The four new determination codes (AE, AG, TA and EX) cannot be used.  Note that the EX code is currently being defined by NHQ.








Using the 1996 CCSR/QR Software for 1997 Processing


===================================================





Several scripts have been developed to adjust the 1996 software for 1997 processing.  These scripts have already been distributed to States (via FOCD2) and were copied to a CCSR/QR directory during the installation of FOCS from FOCD2.  Two additional optional scripts have also been developed and are available from the agency ftp server.  Following are the steps which must be followed at every office involved in the CCSR/QR process (States offices, Area offices, and Field Offices):





1.  Get a summary of the 1996 status and quality reviews. 





This is an OPTIONAL step.  Step 2 will REMOVE the 1996 files from the system. Each field office will have a copy of their 1996 reviews in the technical assistance notes but all managing offices will no longer have a copy of the completed reviews. 





If a managing or field office would like to keep a summary of the reviews completed for 1996, do the following:





a.  Retrieve two Perl scripts from the agency ftp server





       /centers/itc/helpdesk/sql/ccsrinfo.pl


       /centers/itc/helpdesk/sql/ccqrinfo.pl





b.  Run the two Perl scripts at each location where a summary listing is desired.  These scripts can be run from the UNIX prompt or from the FOCS GoTo menu.  Each script will create a file in the current working directory.  The files will be named ccsrinfo.dat and ccqrinfo.dat. 





The following information will be written to each file:


        NRCS administrative county codes


        FSA tract number


        New Tract number (if one exists)


        Category (RUA)


        Client Name


        Review date, Review By and Review Determination





NOTE:  If a location has multiple databases, the scripts must be run from the FOCS GoTo menu in order to have the DBPATH variable set appropriately.  In addition, the ccsrinfo.dat and ccqrinfo.dat files must be renamed between each execution of the scripts.

2.  Prepare the 1996 software for 1997 processing





This is a REQUIRED step.  NOTE:  ANY EXISTING 1996 REVIEWS WILL BE REMOVED FROM THE SYSTEM WHEN THIS STEP IS EXECUTED.  





The current CCSR/QR software was designed for 1996 processing.  To convert the 1996 software for temporary 1997 processing, run the following script at each location which will be involved in the 1997 CCSR/QR process.  This script can be run from the UNIX prompt or from the FOCS GoTo menu:





         /usr/focs/focs.pgms/PLANIS/ccsr/ccsrsetup





This script has two functions -- the date is set for 1997 processing and all CCSR/QR tables are initialized (dropped and re-created) for 1997 processing. 





NOTE:  If a location has multiple databases, the scripts must be run from the FOCS GoTo menu in order to have the DBPATH variable set appropriately.

3.  Continue with the CCSR/QR process as followed in 1996.  Review the next section which provides important information for States who will use the 1996 software for 1997 processing. 








Important Notes to States Using the 1996 software for 1997 Processing


=====================================================================





1.  The use of the 1996 software is intended as a temporary work-around and should not be used for the entire 1997 process.  





***************





2.  As documented above, all tracts to be processed must have only one HEL determination on each field.  Multiple HEL determinations for a field can only be processed with the software to be released in April and on FOCD3.  If the database extract process encounters a field with multiple HEL determinations, the following error messages will be displayed:





Error10125 - Error INSERTING tract id xx- field xx may be a duplicate. 





ESQL error code -239


Could not insert new row - duplicate value in a UNIQUE INDEX column.





ISAM error code -100


ISAM error: duplicate value for a record with unique key.

If this error occurs during the global extract process (page 21 in the CCSR User’s Guide 1.1.0), do ONE of the following:





--  Determine the tract in error, and update the field in Resource Inventory to only have 1 HEL determination.  Then re-run the global extract process. 





                                -or-





--  Do not process or edit the tract with the multiple HEL determinations and use the edit process to extract the data for the remaining tracts. 





If this error occurs during the extract process which occurs when a status review is selected for editing (page 27 in the CCSR User’s Guide 1.1.0), do the following:





-- Ignore the tract which resulted in an extract error and continue with another tract. 





These tracts will have to be processed with the 1997 software to be released on FOCD3 (or on the ftp server in April).

3.  The four new determination codes (AE, AG, TA and EX) cannot be used.  Note that the EX code is currently being defined by NHQ.

4.  For Field offices which report to Area Offices -- NIMS and CCSR/QR currently share the NIMS Managing Office Information.  If the field office uses the NIMS streamlined reporting process and sends NIMS data directly to the State office, the field office has two options if there are completed status reviews to send to the Area Office when using the 1996 software: 





--  Keep all completed review data at the field office until the 1997 software release is loaded


                            -or-


--  Change the Managing Office screen in NIMS to go through the Area office (do not make this change during the NIMS quarterly reporting process). 





******************





5.  State offices only -- The export file must be edited (as in 1996) to put in the correct PROCLIB statement, specifically, 





Replace:


    //PROCLIB DD DSN=SCSTRACT.LIB.PROCLIB,DISP=SHR


With:


    //USERLIB JCLLIB ORDER=(SCSTRACT.LIB.PROCLIB)





In addition, the EXEC line (two lines after the PROCLIB) must also be changed. SEND96 (or QSEND96) must be changed to SEND97 (or QSEND97). 





********************





6.  When the 1997 version of the software (from FOCD3 or from the ftp server in April) is installed, the installation procedure will convert existing 1997 work in progress to the new CCSR/QR table structures.  There will be NO loss of data. 





********************





7.  When the 1997 version of the software (from FOCD3 or from the ftp server in April) is installed, all offices must be installed with the new software before any transmissions can occur between offices.  The converted 1996 software will not be compatible with the 1997 software (due to a table change). 








Suggested Processing Procedures for 1997


========================================





1.  State offices use the converted 1996 software to import the 1997 tract lists. 





2.  Managing offices use the 1996 software to distribute the tracts to each applicable field office. 





3.  Field offices use the 1996 software to extract data from Resource Inventory and print the NRCS-CPA-18 forms to start the status review process. 





***************





4.  All offices install the 1997 software from FOCD3 (3.1.0) or from the software released in April (2.2.0). 





5.  Field offices use the 1997 software to edit/enter all reviews into FOCS. 





6.  All further work is accomplished with the 1997 software. 
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
