2.5.4 Starting/Configuring the NFS Server

The FTP Interdrive NFS Server, which exports the C:\USDA\Backup directory, has been configured to launch upon system startup.  

Change the shared resource to only share to the local UnixWare server.  To verify that the FTP Interdrive NFS Server is running, follow steps 14a-14f to check that the Status and Startup parameters are correct (Started and Automatic, respectfully).   If they are not, follow the steps below.

1.
Log on as one of the Administrator accounts

2.
Click [ Start ]  ( Programs ( InterDrive NT Servers ( Server Control
3.
From the Settings menu, select Startup Options.
4.
Select NFS Server.
5.
Click [ Add ]  then click [ OK ] .
6.
From the Commands menu, select Configure Server.

7.
Click [Exports…], and then [Modify…].

8.
Select Only these hosts (read/write) to Export to and then select [Add host…].
9.
Type in the name/IP address of the local UnixWare server (don’t use localhost or localserver).  Click [OK].

10.
Click [OK], click [OK], and click [OK].

11.
Exit out of the Server Control window.

12.
Reboot the system.

13.
Log on as one of the Administrator accounts.

14.
Configure the NFS File Server service to start automatically:

a. Click [ Start ]  ( Settings ( Control Panel
b. Double click the Services icon

c. Click on the FTP NFS File Server service 

d. If the entry in the Status column reads Stopped, click the [ Start ]  button to start the service.

e. Once the service starts, click [ Options ]  and select the Automatic option.

f. Close out of Services and Control Panel.
